City Council Proceedings

July 17, 2019

Public Works Director Wrage, Police Chief Samec, and City Clerk Murley presented their monthly oral reports to the Council.

Motion by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to approve Keltek’s quote, totaling $494.10 for the purchase of a gun lock at a cost of $494.10 for the 2013 Ford Explorer.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member Hanson approving to upgrade the encryption on the 2013 Ford Explorer’s vehicle radio TK-5710H at a cost of $550 for the module and installation, as quoted by Racom.  Motion carried.
The Janesville Police Department received a $4000 grant from the Bremer County Community Foundation for an in-car camera for the 2013 Ford Explorer.

Motion by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member Hanson to approve, as presented, Digital-Ally’s quote totaling $4,545.00 for a DVM-800 Lite Kit, First VU HD Complete Kit, Software, and accessories.  Motion carried.
7th Street Bridge Project:  Mr. Elsinger presented the following proposed schedule for the completion of the Historical, Archeological, and Cultural Investigation and Concept Development for the 7th Street Bridge Project:  Phase One Cultural/Archeological Resource Evaluation Field Work – August 2019, Phase One Findings Report and Iowa Site Inventory Completion – September 2019, Project Concept Development – October 2019, Opinion of Probable Construction Cost Development – November 2019, and Meeting with City of Janesville and Iowa DOT – December 2019.
Motion by Council Member Worrell and seconded by Council Member Stapleton approving to suspend the rules by waiving the requirement for the three readings of proposed ORDINANCE #339 – AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF JANESVILLE, IOWA, BY REPEALING SECTION 66.03, PERTAINIG TO LOAD LIMITS UPON CERTAIN STREETS. Motion by Council Member Worrell and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to approve ORDINANCE #339 – AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF JANESVILLE, IOWA, BY REPEALING SECTION 66.03, PERTAINIG TO LOAD LIMITS UPON CERTAIN STREETS on its first – third and/or final reading.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – Worrell, Stapleton, Robinson, and Hanson.  Nays – None.  Absent – Bettis.  Motion carried.

Seventh Street Lift Station Project:  Mr. Elsinger and City Attorney Boveia have been working on obtaining the necessary permanent and temporary easements for the lift station project.  The project schedule will be controlled by the permitting review process and easement (and acquisition) approvals.  The estimated project schedule is as follows:  IDNR WW Construction Permit Obtained (anticipated) – September 2019, Bidding – September–October 2019, Notice of Award – October 2019, Construction Contracting – November 2019, and Construction – December 2019 – July 2020.
Capital Improvement Plan Project:  Mr. Elsinger asked the Council to review each section of the Capital Improvement Plan and provide feedback on the project timing and scope.  No action was taken by the Council.

Public Works Director Wrage is in the process of obtaining quotes for the various stormwater projects.  She also mentioned that there is an 8-inch water line being installed at the school that will generate an additional billing to the school at a minimum of $75 per month.  

Wastewater Facility Plan Project:  Mr. Elsinger reported that the Waste Water Facility Plan has been submitted to the IDNR.  MSA will assist the City in mapping out a realistic schedule for completing the improvements based on preferred funding.  A proposed project schedule based on a CWSRF Loan as the funding source is as follows:  3rd Quarter IUP Application & SRF ER Checklist Due – 9/3/19, Facility Plan IDNR Approval (anticipated) – 9/30/19, Design – October 2019 – January 2020, Permitting – January – March 2020, Bidding – April–May 2020, and Construction – June–October 2020.
The Council took no action on the Janesville Welcome Sign Project.
Alexis Thompson was present to update the Council on Janesville Days 2019 events and activities.

Motion by Council Member Hanson and seconded by Council Member Worrell to approve the 5K Race Route and to grant permission to the Janesville PTA and Cub Scouts for the use of the city park, concession stand, lights and electricity for their Family Movie Night.  Motion carried.
Motion by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member Hanson to approve the Committee’s request for an additional outdoor electrical box, for placement on the pole north of Huff Land Company, at a cost of $266 from Dean’s Light Box.  Motion carried.
Motion by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to approve, if requested, the reading of water meters at the homes where water is used for Janesville Days activities and to give the homeowner(s) the appropriate credit on their monthly utility bill.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Worrell and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to approve the City’s payment of a plaque recognizing Chris Coffman’s outstanding 20 years of service to the Janesville Days Committee.  Motion carried.
Mayor Carroll was asked to present this plaque to Mr. Coffman, if he’s available, during a break by Pianopalooza on the Main Street stage Saturday evening.
Chief Samec reported that he, Officer Cross, and Reserve Officer Brown will be working throughout the Janesville Days weekend.

The City Attorney and Mayor presented their monthly oral reports to the Council.

City Attorney Boveia reported on the status of the Detention Basin based on the contents of the July 15, 2019 e-mail supplied by Mark Durbahn, AECOM Engineer reflecting the work which had been done by Jim Sands as it relates to cleaning some of the silt off of the bottom of the basin and placing same onto Lot 6 and other locations.  At that time, the basin had about 60% coverage growth.  The City Attorney will follow up as may be necessary to get the detention basin satisfactorily completed and the agreement signed.

Motion by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Stapleton approving to adjourn.  Motion carried.  Meeting closed at 7:12 p.m.
