Jay Schares and Nate Schmidt with PDCM Insurance gave a presentation on cyber liability insurance coverage and answered various questions presented by the Council.

The City is also waiting for a quote for possible insurance coverage for the EKCO Pedestrian Bridge.

Mark Durbahn, AECOM Engineer was not present for this meeting but had talked to the City Clerk and City Attorney earlier in the day.  Mr. Durbahn was going to contact Iowa Wausau to see if they had resolved the settlement and separation of the EKCO Bridge approach panels.
City Attorney Boveia reported on the status of the Detention Basin.  The erosion control around the detention basin has not yet been corrected nor had the accumulation of soil washed into the bottom of the detention basin been removed.  The Mayor and City Attorney will follow up with Mr. Durbahn and the other engineers as may be necessary to get the detention basin satisfactorily completed and the agreement signed.

City Attorney Boveia stated that the original Water Tower Lease has been amended to increase the Rent from the current $4,562.63 annually to $12,000 paid annually in advance as set forth in the Lease.  The Rent increase shall become due and payable on the first day of the month following the date that Tenant installs the new equipment.  Other changes include the following:  Regarding the installation of improvements, replacement, or upgrades on the Water Tower, Tenant shall obtain the services of a certified inspection organization, at their expense, to certify that the modifications, replacements and/or upgrades are in compliance with standards applicable to the Premises, specifically using an NACE certified inspector and supply the City with a written report and that Tenant shall have 24 hours a day, 7 days a week access to the Premises at all times during the Terms of the Lease and any Renewal Terms by providing written or verbal notice to the Landlord by phone and email, directed to the offices of the City Clerk, providing timelines of Tenant’s intended access for changing out equipment, repair, maintenance, or other operational activities.
