The council shall set forth its proposal in a resolution and shall publish notice as provided in section 362.3, of the resolution and of a date, time and place of a public hearing on the proposal. 2. After the public hearing, the council may make a final determination on the proposal by resolution. 3. A city may not dispose of real property by gift except to a governmental body for a public purpose. There being no taxpayers present for comment and the clerk receiving no written objections, Mayor Beenblossom declared the public hearing closed at 6:04 p.m.

Motion by McAllister and seconded by Stapleton approving a change order from Modern Cabinetry for the addition leveling needed for countertop installation along with the additional countertop for the kitchenette for a total cost of $1195.55. Motion carried.

General: Commissioner Stapleton informed the council the public library has made some adjustments to their budget. Director Biersner will be working 32-hour work weeks and other employees will receive pay increases per the library board.
Streets: Motion by McAllister and seconded by Conover approving the payment of $1509.00 for gutter repairs from tree damage at 403 3rd Street. Motion carried.
Motion by Miller and seconded by Conover approving MSA Professional Service invoice #017316 in the amount of $1232.03 for engineering services provided on the 7th Street Bridge Replacement Project. Motion carried.
Commissioner Dix and Stapleton are looking into purchasing more flags and rods to be placed on the light posts throughout town.

Safety: Motion by McAllister and seconded by Miller approving an agreement with MSA Professional Services at a cost of $2500.00 for surveying the lot at the location of the new public safety building. Motion carried. 

Motion by McAllister and seconded by Dix approving the purchase of a new vest from Armor Express for Reserve Officer Martzahn at a cost of $1442.03. Motion carried.

Motion by McAllister and seconded by Miller approving the purchase of ammunition from Kiesler Police Supply for the police department at a cost of $913.48. Motion carried.

Motion by McAllister and seconded by Miller approving the tinting of the 2023 Ford Explorer by CVSi at a cost of $600.00. Motion carried.

Commissioner McAllister went over Chief Cross’ monthly report with the council. He also informed the council the monthly report will now contain information on K-9 Indy’s deployments.
Water/Wastewater/Refuse: Commissioner Dix gave a brief update on some information he received from Nexxom on a possible resolution for the issues at the wastewater treatment plant.

Commissioner Dix presented possible agreements from Maguire Iron and Viking Tank for maintenance on the water tower.

Commissioner Dix informed the council that the original bid for sewer cleaning was going to be more than originally presented due to the amount of root-sawing necessary. He will have the invoice placed on the next agenda after receiving the invoice. 

Parks and Rec: Motion by Miller and seconded by Dix approving the request of Sydnie Johnson for the YSF program to utilize the outfield of the city diamond for practice after providing proof of insurance for the club. Motion carried.

Motion by Miller and seconded by Dix approving Kaos softball club to utilize the city diamond for fall softball practices at $25 per practice for the use of the lights. Motion carried.

Motion by Stapleton and seconded by McAllister approving three MSA Professional Service invoices for inspection and reviews at Sands 3rd Addition as follows: Invoice #012300 - $1735.79, Invoice #014616 - $232.50, Invoice #017454 - $2262.96.
