The Janesville City Council met in regular session on Tuesday, February 24, 2026, in the Council Chambers of City Hall at approximately 6:00 p.m. with Mayor Beenblossom in the chair and Council Members McAllister, Dix, Conover, and Stapleton present. Absent was council member Schmidtke. Also present was Library Director Biersner, Deputy Clerk Ver Steegt, and City Administrator Kurtz. 
Motion by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member McAllister approving to adopt the agenda as amended by removing item D1. Motion carried.
Citizens Comments/Concerns: Deputy Clerk Ver Steegt briefed the council on a letter he received from a utility account holder requesting his utility bill be forgiven. The account holder provided a letter, and this will be given to the council for review and placed on a future agenda.

Deputy Clerk Ver Steegt exited the meeting at 6:04 P.M.

Motion by McAllister and seconded by Stapleton. approving to set a public hearing date for Monday, March 9, 2026, at 6:00 P.M. to discuss a 10-year agreement per Iowa Code 364.4, between the City of Janesville and Axon Systems, Inc. for the purpose of obtaining body and in-car cameras. Motion carried.

Motion by Stapleton and seconded by Conover approving to set a public hearing date for Tuesday, March 24, 2026, at 5:30 P.M. for the Max Proposed Tax Levy. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Conover, Dix, Stapleton, and McAllister. Nays – None. Absent – Schmidtke. Motion carried.
Chief Cross entered the meeting at 6:06 P.M.

City Administrator Kurtz stated she would like to get city attorney interviews set up and completed so the changeover can happen as soon as possible.

Motion by Stapleton and seconded by McAllister approving Oltrogge’s invoice #14541 in the amount of $3200.00 for the annual audit of Fiscal Year 2025. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Stapleton, Dix, Conover, and McAllister. Nays – None. Absent – Schmidtke. Motion carried.

Motion by McAllister and seconded by Conover approving payment to the State Auditor’s office for the Fiscal Year 2025 annual audit filing fee in the amount of $175.00. Motion carried.

Motion by Stapleton and seconded by Dix approving Oltrogge’s invoice #14525 in the amount of $350 for state and federal W-2 and 1099 filings. Motion carried.
General: Commissioner Stapleton stated she has had several meetings with the library in the last month as they prepare their budget.
Water,Wastewater,Refuse: Motion by Dix and seconded by McAllister approving a 3-year agreement with Electric Pump for maintenance on all lift station pumps and panels including but not limited to cleaning, testing, looking over wiring, and re-installation at a cost of $2150 per year. Roll Call Vote: Conover, McAllister, Dix, Stapleton. Nays – None. Absent – Schmidtke. Motion carried.
Motion by Dix and seconded by Conover approving Nexom invoice #11238 for WWTP blower parts in the amount of $2447.06. Motion carried.

Motion by Dix and seconded by Conover approving Microbac invoices for water and wastewater samples totaling $643.50. Motion carried.
Commissioner Dix let the council know he has received a response from Boomerang, and they will be installing the hard HDP pipe per the design specifications which will replace the soft lines that are currently installed and not performing properly. The soft lines were installed and did not comply with the specifications of the design. The cost of the replacement will be covered by Nexom.

Streets: Motion by Conover and seconded by McAllister approving payment of $247.39 to the Bremer County Road Department for cutting edges. Motion carried.

Commissioner Conover commended the public works employees on a job well done with plowing and snow removal.
Safety: Motion by McAllister and seconded by Dix approving payment of $250 for membership dues for calendar year 2025 and 2026 to the Izaak Walton training facility. Motion carried.
