Motion by Stapleton and seconded by Conover to approve the following Consent Agenda items as presented: August 9, 2021 Regular City Council Proceedings, August 24, 2021 Special City Council Proceedings, and August Budget and Treasurer’s Reports. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, McAllister, Conover, Robinson, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Motion carried.
Motion by McAllister and seconded by Robinson approving to delay the public hearing on the Hardwood Estates Phase 2 Urban Renewal Area, that was to be held at the postponed September 13, 2021 council meeting due to lack of quorum, until Tuesday, September 28, 2021 at 6:00 p.m. The original public hearing was to be held Monday, September 13, 2021 but needed further review from the Planning & Zoning Committee. Motion carried.
Motion by Robinson and seconded by McAllister approving Black Hawk Waste’s proposal for garbage and recycling services. The contract will be drawn up and approved at a following council meeting. The change over for providers will take place January 1, 2022. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, McAllister, Conover, Robinson, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Motion carried.
Motion by McAllister and seconded by Robinson to adopt the updated pay scale as a guideline for wages for City Employees. Rate of pay is not solely based on this wage scale and is still determined by qualifications and council action. A copy of the wage scale can be viewed at the City Clerk’s office. Motion carried.

Motion by McAllister and seconded by Miller approving Janesville CSD’s request for the 2021 Homecoming Parade on Friday, October 1, 2021. Barrick Road from Pine Street to Sycamore will be closed for parade setup from 1:15 -1:30 p.m. The parade will commence at 1:30 p.m. and will go west on Barrick from the school, South on Main Street, East on 3rd Street, and North on Elm Street back to the school. All roads listed will be closed, by city personnel, for the duration of the parade. Assistance from police and fire will also be made available. Motion carried.
General: Commissioner Stapleton updated the council on the library’s progression on the 319 Main St. project. The Library Board has selected Martin Gardner Architecture, P.C. out of Marion for the renovation design of the new library building. She also let the council know the library is looking to hire another part time librarian. She stated that Dorman Construction will be starting the work on the city hall building in the next couple of weeks.
Safety: Commissioner McAllister updated the council that Chief Cross is doing a great job in his new position. He gave the council the monthly report for police activity. He also let the council know the radar speed sign has been moved to Barrick Road to the east of the school. He also stated that the 2013 Ford Explorer has been delivered to Hawkeye Community College and the new Chevy Tahoe Police Vehicle is in operation. McAllister also wanted to let the council know that Chief Cross has taken a tour of the school to be updated and familiar with the layout in case of any emergency situation. 
Streets/Stormwater: Commissioner Conover stated they are getting everything ready for the changing weather. Also noted that the speed sign had been moved to Barrick Road.
Water/Wastewater/Refuse: Motion by Miller and seconded by Robinson to advertise for a full time Public Works Assistant with an application deadline of Monday, October 25,2021 by 4:00 p.m. Motion carried.

Commissioner Robinson gave a brief update on the 7th Street Lift Station Project. The dialer is working correctly and as discussed in a prior meeting, changing the dialer from AT&T would be a cost $5000. Per MSA Professional Services, the cabinet is still leaking and the wet well leak has not been fixed at this time. He also updated the council on the Wastewater Treatment Plant Improvements Project. Boomerang Corporation has pushed their mobilization date back to mid-October. They do plan to be at the waste water plant to start lowering the lagoons on Tuesday, September 28, 2021. Commissioner Robinson let the council know that MSA Professional Services will continue to be in contact with Boomerang to make sure the sludge removal takes place as soon as possible. The window to complete this task is roughly six weeks and if not done can hinder the progression of the rest of the project.
Parks/Rec: Commissioner Miller stated the boat ramps at the city park are still closed due to the log jam at the railroad bridge. The port-a-pot at Dort’s Landing was tipped over due to flooding. Commissioner Miller asked that it be picked up and removed by Port O’ Jonny. 
MAYOR’S REPORT: Mayor Beenblossom reminded the council the papers to run for re-election are due by September 16, 2021. He also let the council know that the nuisance regarding cats and the nuisance regarding a sidewalk that were discussed at prior meetings are being worked on by those homeowners.
Motion by Miller and seconded by McAllister to adjourn. Motion carried. Meeting adjourned at 7:00 p.m.
