General: Commissioner Stapleton informed the council the 319 Main Street Project is ninety-nine percent complete. The furnishings are arriving and the open house is planned for November 4, 2023.There will be a donor sneak peek on Nov 3, 2023. There are still fundraising efforts taking place to raise the last $15,000 remaining to complete the project.
Resolved by Council Member Miller and seconded by Council Member Stapleton approving resolution 1824-23 – A RESOLUTION FINDING THAT GSH VENUTRES HAS SATISFIED THE REQUIREMENTS OF THE DEDICATION AND THE CITY OF JANESVILLE RELEASES ANY LIEN THAT THE CITY MAY POSSESS WITH REGARD TO THE LOTS OF HARDWOOD ESTATES, SECOND ADDITION. Passed and adopted on this 11th day of September 2023.
Streets: Commissioner Conover let the council know that culverts have been repaired and the street maintenance work that was to take place this year has been canceled due to the company not being able to mobilize to Janesville in a timely manner. 
Safety: Commissioner McAllister was absent from the meeting. Chief Cross went over his monthly report and also gave the council an update on the new radio system that will need to be implemented for the public safety sector. Chief Cross also let the council know he has completed his Firearms Instructor Training and is now a certified firearms instructor.
Water/Wastewater/Refuse: Public Works Director Bigler let the council know that he has been working with Municipal Pipe and Tool to have the sewer service lines cleaned. He let the council know that he would like to have the entire east side of the city sewer lines cleaned and establish a baseline of the sewer line conditions, and the following year the entire west side. He stated there are multiple areas that have never been done at this time and would like to be proactive in preventing any future issues that could arise. He let the council know he is estimating based on square footage that it could possible cost around $20,000, but it will depend on the sewer lines conditions.
