City Council Proceedings

April 8, 2019
The Janesville City Council met in regular session on Monday, April 8, 2019 in the Council Chambers of City Hall at approximately 6:00 p.m. with Mayor Carroll in the Chair and Council Members Worrell, Stapleton, Robinson, Bettis and Hanson present.  Also present were City Attorney, Gary Boveia, City Clerk, Chris Murley, Police Chief, Randy Samec, Bremer County Building & Zoning Administrator, Randy McKenzie, Rich Borglum, Jerry Steward and BJ Barr.
Motion by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Stapleton approving to adopt the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

Citizen Comments/Complaints:  BJ Barr asked the Council to repair the ruts and potholes in his alley.  When Mid American Energy and Butler –Bremer Communications had their heavy equipment in the ally, trenching and/or installing a new gas service line and fiber optic cable, they allegedly damaged the alley and may be responsible for the repair costs.  The Public Works personnel will fill the ruts and potholes with rock.
Mayor Carroll presented the information provided in Lindsey Eibey’s letter regarding her proposal for a Community Pantry project and request to place a Pantry in the City Hall/Library entryway.  This pantry will be stocked with donations of non-perishable foods and hygiene products for disadvantaged citizens.  Ms. Eibey will have a box on her front porch for people to drop off donated items.  She will personally store the items and will regularly check the inventory at the pantry and replenish as necessary.  Ms. Eibey also plans to have a pantry at the school.  The Council expressed their support of this Community Pantry Project and will make the necessary space in the City Hall/Library entryway as was requested.
Rich Borglum invited the Mayor, Council, and City Personnel to the Richway Cretefoamer Spring Demo Day on Thursday, April 11, 2019.  One of their demonstrations will include permeation grouting using cellular concrete.  This is not just to stabilize soil for construction but also to improve stability before excavation or boring is done, a possible fix for our EKCO Bridge.  The seminars/demonstrations will include:  Cellular Concrete vs Flowable Fill, Permeable Cellular Concrete, The Importance of Watertight Bukheads for Sliplining and Other Fill Projects.  The Council expressed their appreciation to Mr. Borglum for the invitation to Demo Day and informing them of the products and equipment they manufacture.

The Council discussed changing the wording of the last sentence in the proposed Ordinance #338 regarding Chapter 70.03 to read “The simple notice of a fine for improper use of a persons with disability parking permit is the amount provided in the Iowa Code.”
Motion by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to approve ORDINANCE #338 – AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE PROVISION OF SECTION 70.03 OF THE CITY CODE OF THE CITY OF JANESVILLE, IOWA RELATED TO PARKING VIOLATION FEES on its first reading and including the wording change from one hundred dollars to the amount provided in the Iowa Code. The Council will further review and consider possible amendments to Chapter 69 at a future meeting.

Brenda Schmidtke gave a brief update on the Janesville Welcome Sign Project.  A location hasn’t yet been secured.  The committee will continue to review various locations both inside and outside the city’s limits.

Motion by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to approve the Electrical Engineering & Equipment (3E) Customer Preventative Maintenance Agreement as presented.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Worrell approving to table action on the T-Mobile Central LLC for further information and review.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Worrell and seconded by Council Member Stapleton approving to advertise that the city is accepting sealed bids until 6:00 p.m. on Monday, June 10, 2019 for the sale of the 1993 Ford Explorer.  Motion carried.

The Council asked Public Works Director Wrage and Police Chief Samec to check into the disposal of the 1989 Ford Dump Truck as scrap metal and/or to a junk/salvage yard.

A special meeting will be scheduled to review the hiring of the Seasonal/Part-time Personnel for the Janesville 2019 Summer Recreation and Little League Program.  Council Member Hanson will advertise as may be necessary for the program.

The City Attorney, City Clerk, and Mayor presented their monthly oral reports to the Council.

City Clerk Murley presented a summary of the Fiscal Year 2017/18 Annual Exam Report as prepared by Keith Oltrogge, CPA.
