General: Motion by Dix and seconded by McAllister approving the following board members for the newly acquired Janesville Riviera Roose: Scott Destival, Jason Brinkman, Michelle Meaney, LeAnn Kimble, and Deb Thompson. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – McAllister, Conover, Dix, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Absent – Miller. Motion carried.
Motion by McAllister and seconded by Dix approving the street closures requested by the Janesville Days Committee, which include Main St. from 2nd St. to 4th St. on Friday afternoon until roughly 2:00 A.M. and Saturday from 8:00 A.M. until 2:00 A.M. Motion carried.
Motion by McAllister and seconded by Dix approving the option of two parade routes pending time of arrival of the inflatable. Option one is the normal parade route from previous years down main street and left on 4th, and if the inflatable are delivered prior to the parade the route will go left on 2nd Street, right on sycamore and back to the original parade route. Motion carried.
Commissioner Stapleton updated the council that the completion date for construction at 319 Main is going to be the end of August with furnishing to follow. She stated that the library is still accepting donations and the fundraising committee is still planning for opportunities to raise the last $12,000 needed for the entire project to be complete.
