General: Commissioner Stapleton updated the council that walls and ceilings had been removed at 319 Main Street. She also let the council know that a meeting had taken place with the manager of the community center to go over such things as possible rules, guidelines, policies, and pricing.
Motion by Stapleton and seconded by Robinson approving City Clerk Kurtz attendance at the Spring 2023 IMFOA Conference in Des Moines April 19th - 21st with a registration fee of $125 along with appropriate costs for wages, mileage, and meals. Motion carried.

The registration fee is to be covered by the state and Officer Luck will be taking a city vehicle. The city is responsible for up to 8 nights at $80 per night in hotel accommodations, along with appropriate costs for wages and meals. Motion carried.
