General: Commissioner Stapleton let the council know the library is seeing lots of foot traffic since it’s opening. The door count for November 2023 was 820 people verse November 2022 bringing in 392 people. The library has also hosted 84 program attendees over the course of 8 mostly youth programs. She stated the library’s most recent event was Jingle in Janesville and it was a great success. Commissioner Stapleton also stated the Riviera Event Center has welcomed Todd Weidman as a new board member.
Commissioner Stapleton administered the oath of office for Mayor Beenblossom and council members Dix and McAllister.

Streets: Council asked that Clerk Kurtz determine the best time for a ribbon cutting ceremony for the official opening of the 7th Street Bridge on Friday, December 15, 2023.
Safety: Commissioner McAllister reviewed Chief Cross’ monthly report with the council.

Water/Wastewater/Refuse: Commissioner Dix gave a brief update on the waste water treatment project. He stated the plant is still running as should although there has been slight movement in the aerators. He also mentioned not all buoys were below the lagoons surface and according to Nexom and Boomerang this is what was causing the aerators to move during the previous issues and some were floating loose in the lagoons. Commissioner Dix said this would need to be addressed by the contractor in the spring by draining the lagoons and getting the buoys reattached and below the surface.
Parks & Rec: No Report. Commissioner Miller absent.
