Public Works Director Wrage and Police Officer Cross presented their monthly reports to the Council.

Mr. Durbahn gave a brief update on the ECKO Bridge Approach Panels.  Mr. Durbahn stated Iowa Wausau out of Independence was in town on November 14 and 20 to perform work on reducing the settlement of the approach panels at the EKCO Bridge.  Now there is separation between the joints which must also be repaired.
Trish Pariseau, Local Bombshell owner, reported that she is organizing a Janesville Iowa Business District, a network of area businesses, similar to a Chamber of Commerce.  Their first activity is sponsoring a “Jingle in Janesville” this Wednesday, December 12, from 5 – 8 p.m. in hopes of gathering citizens to our area businesses for a night of food, drinks, shopping, socializing and getting to know what each business has to offer.  There are approximately eight businesses committed to participating in this event.  Ms. Pariseau has arranged for a representative from the Iowa Economic Development Authority to be present on February 6, 2019 to discuss grant resources and opportunities to build and revitalize the city’s Main Street commercial district.  A link to “Janesville Iowa Business District” will soon be placed on the city’s website.
Richard White presented the information he gathered from the Iowa DOT and area landowners regarding a possible “Janesville Welcome Sign” and its placement.  Council Member Stapleton stated she had recently talked to Brenda Schmidtke and she would like to get the Janesville Welcome Sign Committee Members together next month, after the holidays, to discuss and develop a plan.

Mayor Carroll presented and signed a Home Rule Proclamation on December 10, 2018 recognizing the 50th Anniversary of municipal Home Rule in Iowa and proudly supporting its continued authority.
