Special City Council Proceedings

March 26, 2019
The Janesville City Council met in special session on Tuesday, March 26, 2019 in the Council Chambers of City Hall at approximately 5:00 p.m. with Mayor Carroll in the Chair and Council Members Stapleton, Robinson, Bettis and Hanson present.  Absent was Council Member Worrell.  Also present were City Clerk, Chris Murley, Police Chief, Randy Samec, Public Works Director, Becky Wrage, Joe Elsinger with MSA Professional Services, Chris Oelkers and Michelle Sweeney with AECOM and Chris Fereday with PDCM Insurance.
Motion by Council Member Bettis and seconded by Council Member Stapleton approving to adopt the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

Chris Fereday with PDCM Insurance presented the city’s insurance renewal proposal to the Council and answered their various questions.
Motion by Council Member Hanson and seconded by Council Member Robinson to approve payment of the $30,847 premium to PDCM Insurance for the renewal of the city’s insurance, as presented, for the period covering April 1, 2019 – April 1, 2020 and to further review the suggested increased coverage for umbrella, cyber liability, and the pedestrian bridge at the regularly scheduled April 8, 2019 meeting.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – Hanson, Bettis, Robinson, and Stapleton.  Nays – None.  Absent – Worrell.  Motion carried.
Council Member Robinson expressed his lack of confidence and dissatisfaction with the AECOM engineer that has managed the city’s last several projects, two of which are not satisfactorily completed.  The majority of the council concurred with Council Member Robinson’s statements.
Upon much discussion and consideration, a motion was made by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Hanson to approve, as presented, the Professional Services Agreement with MSA Professional Services, Inc. at a cost of $56,000 for the 7th Street Lift Station Design 2019 Project.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – Stapleton, Robinson, and Hanson.  Nays – Bettis.  Absent – Worrell.  Motion carried.
It was further expressed to AECOM Engineers, Chris Oelkers and Michelle Sweeney, whom were in attendance, that this dissatisfaction was not directed at them and their services to the city were greatly appreciated.  Mr. Oelkers and Ms. Sweeney stated they will follow-up on the remaining work to be completed with regard to the city’s Barrick Road Water Extension and Improvement Project and to correct the separation issues at the approach to the EKCO Pedestrian Bridge.
Motion by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Bettis approving to table action on the park building/shop insulation proposals until the next meeting for further information.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member Hanson to approve Elsamiller Electric’s estimate totaling $850 for additional light fixtures in the fire station.  Motion carried.

The Council requested that a minimum of two estimates/bids be obtained for future projects.

Motion by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Stapleton approving to table action on the 3E Customer Preventable Maintenance Agreement for additional information.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member Robinson approving to set 6:00 p.m. on Monday, April 8, 2019 as the date and time for the Public Hearing to review and consider Jerry Steward Trucking, Inc.’s application for a minor subdivision.  Motion carried.
Public Works Director, Becky Wrage, withdrew her request to attend IAMU’s 2019 Consumer Confidence Report (CCR) Workshop.

Motion by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member Hanson approving payment of the appropriate registration fees, wages, and mileage for the City Clerk, Chris Murley and Deputy City Clerk, Christa Kurtz, to attend the gWorks Spring User Group Meeting on 4/18/19 at the Waverly Civic Center if they are unable to attend the IMFOA Spring Conference and gWorks Spring User Group Meeting in Des Moines on April 10 – 12, 2019.  Motion carried.
Motion by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Stapleton approving to adjourn.  Motion carried.  Meeting closed at 6:15 p.m.
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
