Motion by Stapleton and seconded by Robinson to approve the following Consent Agenda items: March 9, 2021 Regular City Council Proceedings, March 23, 2021 Special City Council Proceedings, March 29, 2021 Special City Council Proceedings, and March 2021 Budget and Treasurer Reports. Motion by Stapleton and seconded by McAllister approving ORDINANCE #354 – AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE PROVISIONS OF CHAPTER 77 OF THE CITY CODE OF JANESVILLE, IOWA, AS RELATED TO THE OPERATION OF GOLF CARTS on its third and final reading. General: Commissioner Stapleton explained to that council that Eric Ver Steegt has been working on a new City website and would like all the council members to go through it before it goes live. She also let the council know that a grant application has been submitted to the Bremer County Foundation for a new generator for City Hall and the Parks and Rec follow-up has also been submitted.
Motion by Miller and seconded by McAllister to appoint Sue Stapleton as the Council liaison for the Ragbrai/Janesville Days Committee. Motion carried.

Street closures were briefly discussed but no action was taken at this time. This will be discussed at a later date for action.

Motion by Stapleton and seconded by McAllister to donate $6000 to the Ragbrai/Janesville Days Committee for the purposes of economic development and promoting the City of Janesville. There will be $3000 donated from the Special Events fund (170) and $3000 donated from the Community Betterment Fund (172). The city will also pay for the police protection needed, the electricity from MidAmerican Energy Corporation, the water used through Iowa Regional Utility Association, and the city personnel needed for closing streets where approved. The Ragbrai/Janesville Days committee will be responsible for all other costs incurred for these events. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Stapleton, Robinson, Conover, McAllister, and Miller. Nays – None. Motion carried.
Streets/Stormwater: Mayor Beenblossom stated that he and Commissioner Conover will be working together to put a list of street repairs together.

Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, McAllister, Conover, Robinson, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Resolution approved and adopted this 12th day of April 2021.

Motion by McAllister and seconded by Miller approving the purchase of a 2021 Chevy Tahoe 4WD Police Vehicle for $36,756.00 from Karl’s Chevrolet in Ankeny, IA. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Stapleton, Robinson, Conover, McAllister, and Miller. Nays – None. Motion carried.
Water,Wastewater,Refuse: Commissioner Robinson updated the council that he received an email that Boomerang Corporation will be in town this week working on the final punch list for the 7th St East Lift Station Project. Mayor Beenblossom stated that they plan to wait until the WWTF Improvement Project starts to replace valves needed. This will save money, time, and also any need for a permit outside the construction.
Parks and Rec: Commissioner Miller stated to the council that he will be meeting with the Janesville Lion’s Club following this meeting to discuss the things that have been done along with the things he would still like to accomplish in the parks. Among this list is a retaining wall and drain at the Lion’s Shelter to deter water from reaching the shelter as much as possible, a sidewalk connecting the south parking lot and shelter, and a new volleyball net for the sand court. He also stated that the Riviera Event Center donated picnic tables to the City which have been repainted by Deluxe Auto Body and are being used at the Barrick Road Park. He has asked City Clerk Kurtz to order two tether ball units, which will be placed at the Barrick Road Park and Beeson Park.
Mayor’s Report: Mayor Beenblossom stated he would like to have a special meeting Wednesday, April 21, 2021 to review and consider volunteers for the youth softball and baseball programs along with hiring a summer rec director at that time if possible.
Motion by Conover and seconded by Robinson to adjourn. Motion carried. Meeting adjourned at 7:15 p.m.
