Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, Conover, Robinson, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Absent – McAllister. Motion carried.
Motion by Stapleton and seconded by Miller to postpone updating the aerial maps until further town development has been completed and can be included. Motion carried.
Motion by Robinson and seconded by Stapleton to approve the 12” non-illuminated lettering for City Hall not to exceed $4000. Roll Call Vote: Miller, Conover, Robinson, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Absent – McAllister. Motion carried.
Motion by Stapleton and seconded by Miller to forego the purchase of a Christmas banner due to the excessive cost, and instead purchase Christmas lights/decor at a lower cost to decorate and illuminate Main Street for the holiday season. Motion carried.
General: Commissioner Stapleton requested to have the City’s holiday decorations up prior to Wednesday December 1st in order to prepare for “Jingle in Janesville.” This event is a holiday celebration being hosted by the public library on Wednesday, December 1st from 5-8 p.m. and Commissioner Stapleton would like the city to participate by having City Hall open during the event for treats and letters to Santa. Commissioner Stapleton also informed the council that Wapsie Pines plans on donating at 12’ Christmas tree that will be placed in the empty lot next to 319 Main Street for the Holiday Season.
City Clerk Kurtz gave a brief overview to the council of her experience at the IMFOA Fall Conference.

Motion by Miller and seconded by Robinson approving the submission of paperwork by City Clerk Kurtz to The Accel Group, AOR, for the renewal of the current Health Insurance policy with Wellmark Blue Cross/Blue Shield with a 2.07% increase. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, Conover, Robinson, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Absent – McAllister. Motion carried.
Motion by Stapleton and seconded by Conover to approve the Annual Finance Report for Fiscal Year ending June 30, 2021. Motion carried. 

Streets/Stormwater: Commissioner Conover reported the city personnel are preparing the trucks for the winter season. He also stated that Street Maintenance Supervisor Flood has completed as much edging on the road as possible at this point in the year.
Safety: Commissioner McAllister was absent for the meeting, but Mayor Beenblossom was able to convey the information provided by Chief Cross to the council. Chief Cross is working on updating policies and Officer Coyle has started patrolling on his own following his completion of the Iowa Law Enforcement Academy.
Water/Wastewater/Refuse: Commissioner informed the council that Boomerang Corporation still has yet to mobilize due to not being able to get parts

Motion by Robinson and seconded by Miller approving the Water Systems Modeling 2021 Professional Services Agreement between MSA Professional Services and the City of Janesville with a lump sum fee of $9500. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, Conover, Robinson, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Absent – McAllister. Motion carried.
Parks/Rec: Commissioner Miller stated that the kayak launch had been poured and completed. He also noted that the sod around the Lions Shelter retaining wall has taken root and Public Works Director Wrage has been making sure that and the outfield of the ball diamond have been watered daily. Commissioner Miller also informed the council that PWD Wrage would be attending the Ornamental and Turfgrass Applicators Continuing Instruction Course at the local Black Hawk County Ext location on November 10, 2021 from 9:00 a.m. to 11:30 a.m. with a registration fee of $35 with his approval.
Motion by Miller and seconded by Robinson to adjourn. Motion carried. Meeting adjourned at 7:00 p.m.
