Motion by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member Hanson to approve the following Consent Agenda items:  February 12, 2018 City Council Proceedings and February 19, 2018 Special City Council Proceedings, February 28, 2018 Budget & Treasurer Reports, and payment of the $75 per person registration fee plus appropriate costs for mileage for the Mayor and/or Council Members interested in attending the Municipal Leadership Academy – Part Three on 4/19/18 at the Clarion Inn in Cedar Falls.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – Worrell, Stapleton, Robinson, Bettis, and Hanson.  Nays – None.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Worrell to approve payment of the appropriate fees and costs for wages, meals, and mileage, if applicable, for Public Works Director, Becky Wrage and Public Works Assistant, Jason Hoerman to attend IAMU’s 2018 Consumer Confidence Report (CCR) Workshop on 4/19/18 in Independence.  Motion carried.

Public Works Director Wrage and Police Chief Samec presented their monthly reports to the Council.

At approximately 6:15 p.m., Mayor Pro-tem Bettis opened the Public Hearing on the Proposed Fiscal Year 2018/19 Budget for comments from interested citizens and taxpayers. There being no comments, Mayor Pro-tem Bettis declared the Public Hearing closed and presented the proposed Fiscal Year 2018/19 Budget to the Council for their consideration.

The Proposed Fiscal Year 2018/19 Budget was published in the Waverly Newspaper on February 27, 2018 and reflects an estimated total city tax levy rate of $10.06154 per $1,000 valuation on regular property, with a total property tax asking of $402,166 (plus $5,918 Utility Tax Replacement) and the following expenditures:

This estimated city tax levy of $10.06154 per $1,000 valuation is a 2.2% increase of approximately $.22 per $1,000 valuation compared to FY2018.  The state residential rollback figure for FY2019 is 55.6209% compared to the current 56.9391% for FY2018, a decrease of approximately 2.3%.  Therefore, this city budget further represents a 0% annual residential property tax increase/decrease.

After giving opportunity for all desiring to be heard, it was resolved by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member Robinson to approve, as presented, RESOLUTION #1607 – A RESOLUTION ADOPTING THE ANNUAL BUDGET FOR THE FISCAL YEAR ENDING JUNE 30, 2019.  BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF JANESVILLE, IOWA that the annual budget for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2019, as set forth in the Budget Summary Certificate and in the detailed Budget in support thereof showing the revenue estimates and appropriation expenditures and allocation to programs and activities for said fiscal year be adopted, and the clerk is directed to make the filings as required by law and to set up books in accordance with the summary and details as adopted.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – Hanson, Bettis, Robinson, Stapleton, and Worrell.  Nays – None.  Resolution approved and adopted this 12th day of March 2018.

Iowa Regional Utility Association Representative (IRUA), Dan McGinnis presented their proposals (including costs to the city) for a second water service connection at the southeast side of town as follows:
1.
Master Meter just north of Kay Enterprises, IRUA builds 6” PVC main north to 7th Street and dedicates to city – $55,000
2.
Master Meter at 7th Street, IRUA builds 6” PVC main north from Kay Enterprises to 7th Street, IRUA maintains ownership of main within the city limits – $0.
3.
Master Meter just north of Kay Enterprises, IRUA builds 8” main along 7th Street in general conformance with AECOM plans dated September 2013 (12” was originally specified) - $98,000.
Upon discussion, the city plans to review its original contract with IRUA, contact Kay Enterprises with regard to their possible interest for municipal water and sewer services and to get an estimate of their current water usage.  It may be in the city’s best interest to install water and possibly sewer lines from 7th Street to Pine Street and/or Wildcat Way and to Kay Enterprises and include these improvements with the city’s 7th Street Pump Station Project.
Motion by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to table IRUA’s proposals for additional review and information.  Motion carried.
AECOM Engineer, Mark Durbahn presented a brief update on the 7th Street Pump Station, Sewer, and Water Project.  The estimated project costs include $687,945 for the Sanitary Sewer – Pump Station and Force Main and $277,804 for the Water Main – 8” PVC on 7th Street.  Ms. Burger stated the city currently has a general obligation debt capacity of $3,300,000.  Ms. Burger presented a proposal for a 20-year general obligation bond schedule for the council’s review and addressed their questions and concerns.

MSA Professional Services, Inc. Project Engineer, Joe Elsinger presented an update to the Council regarding the Stormwater Utility Study and Stormwater Ordinances (Post-Construction Stormwater Management and Erosion and Sedimentation Control) and addressed the council’s questions and concerns.

Motion by Council Member Hanson and seconded by Council Member Robinson approving to proceed with Phase 2 of MSA’s Professional Services, Inc.’s Engineering Agreement with regard to Stormwater Utility Implementation.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – Hanson, Robinson, and Stapleton.  Nays – Bettis and Worrell.  Motion carried.

Lastly, Mr. Elsinger discussed the possible implementation of a Community Improvement Plan with the Council and further addressed their questions and concerns.

Darlene Campbell expressed concerns with open burning that is causing dense smoke and air borne particles that further restricts those suffering with respiratory disease and illnesses.  Upon discussion, the City Attorney was asked to review the city’s ordinance and compare it with the Iowa Administrative Code and Iowa Department of Natural Resources regulations.  An amendment to the city’s ordinance may be necessary.
The Council reviewed the Janesville Planning & Zoning Commission’s recommendation for an amendment to the “Off-Street Parking Area and Loading Spaces” Section of the Development Ordinance #220.

Motion by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member Worrell to set a Public Hearing for 6:00 p.m. on Monday, April 9, 2018 to review the Janesville Planning & Zoning’s recommendation for an amendment to the “Off-Street Parking Areas and Loading Spaces” section of the city’s Development Ordinance #220.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – Worrell, Stapleton, Robinson, Bettis, and Hanson.  Nays – None.  Motion carried.
Police Chief Samec presented a proposal to the Council regarding the possible installation of gates at each end of the 7th Street Bridge for traffic control.  The installation and use of the gates to close the bridge to vehicular and pedestrian traffic, when necessary, will reduce the city’s costs for manpower, equipment and liability.  The Council asked Police Chief Samec and Public Works Director Wrage to obtain estimates for this proposed project.
The City Clerk presented Butler-Bremer Communication’s proposal for Voice Services (including Local and Long Distance fees).  The business line charge will be approximately $42.13 per line with a standard long distance rate of $.02/MOU and a fax long distance rate of $.05/MOU.  This compares to an approximate $70 - $80 per business line charge with Windstream/Iowa Telecom and a $.10/MOU long-distance rate.
Motion by Council Member Worrell and seconded by Council Member Stapleton approving to switch from Windstream/Iowa Telecom to Butler-Bremer Communications for all city-related voice/fax services, as the lines become available.  Motion carried.
The City Clerk informed the Council that she reviewed the banking services proposals and provided a summary of the proposals to the committee for their review.  Upon the committee’s review of the summary and the original banking services proposals, the City Clerk will set up the necessary interviews with the appropriate banking officials.  The city received proposals from Denver Savings Bank, Farmers State Bank, State Bank, and First National Bank.
It was reported that the engineers (State Bank, Sands, and City) are now in agreement with the plans and specifications of the detention basin and will execute the written approval of same.  The City Attorney will follow up with a communication to Attorney Augustine.  It is hoped the survey, preparation of abstract, transfer of the real estate, and the excavation and completion of the detention basin can be accomplished on or about May 1, 2018.

The City Attorney, City Clerk, and Mayor Pro-tem presented their monthly oral reports to the Council.

Motion by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member Hanson to approve payment of the $125 per person registration fee and appropriate costs for wages, meals, lodging and mileage for City Clerk, Chris Murley, and Deputy City Clerk, Christa Kurtz, to attend the IMFOA 2018 Spring Conference on 4/18/17 – 4/20/18 at the Holiday Inn Des Moines Airport in Des Moines.  Motion carried.
Motion by Council Member Hanson and seconded by Council Member Worrell approving to adjourn.  Motion carried.  Meeting closed at 9:06 p.m.
