Joe Elsinger, P.E. with MSA Professional Services, Inc presented project updates as follows:
7th Street Bridge Replacement Project – On Thursday, May 16, a meeting was held at City Hall with Iowa DOT Representatives, Jon Ranney (District 2 Engineer), Krista Billhorn (District 2 Planner), Mayor Carroll, Council Member Worrell, Jim Muetzel (with MSA) and Joe Elsinger (with MSA) to discuss the bridge replacement schedule, costs, funding, etc.  The City was informed that the Hwy 218 improvements have been programmed for FY2023.  It was determined that it will be best for all if the bridge project is completed prior to these improvements.  Funding:  Draft program for STBG has $500,000 for 7th Street Bridge FY2023, which commences October 2022. The City hopes to accept the City Bridge funding offer to align with the STBG schedule.  The City is required to provide 20% participation with any City Bridge funds.  Assuming a $1,000,000 City Bridge Funding offer, there is an approximate $2,000,000 funding shortfall based on the most recent cost estimate of $3,400,000.  It was indicated that the DOT is willing to participate in bridge replacement funding, but the level of participation is yet to be determined.  The DOT will need the use of the 7th Street Bridge during construction of their Hwy 218 improvements.  The DOT is encouraging the City to take steps to show pedestrian connectivity for the bridge to improve the odds of funding.  Sidewalks do not extend to the current structure.  The next step for this project is completing a Historical, Archeological, and Cultural investigation and Concepts Development, all of which are required for anticipated bridge funding.
Motion by Council Member Worrell and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to approve an agreement with MSA Professional Services, Inc. for the 7th Street Bridge Concept Development & Cultural Resources Evaluation at an estimated total cost of $19,714.65.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – Worrell, Stapleton, Robinson, Bettis, and Hanson.  Nays – None.  Motion carried.
Motion by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member Robinson approving the City Attorney and Mr. Elsinger to prepare modifications to Janesville City Code – Chapter 66 – Load and Weight Restrictions as may be necessary to comply with Iowa Department of Transportation road regulations and restrictions and to remove the weight restrictions on vehicular bridges that no longer exist.  Motion carried.
Seventh Street Lift Station Project:  Mr. Elsinger met with Mayor Carroll, Council Member Robinson and Public Works Director, Becky Wrage prior to tonight’s meeting to review the final design recommendations.
Motion by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Worrell approving the City Attorney and Mr. Elsinger to proceed with pursuing permanent easements from Jim Sands and the State Bank (Fidelity) in order to install the force main to 4th Street and obtain what should be 7th Street Right-of-Way, east of the proposed lift station.  Motion carried.
Wastewater Facility Plan Project:  The recommended submerged aeration system improvements (estimated cost of $800,000) were based on discussions with Council Member Robinson and Public Works Director Wrage and intended to address NPDES permit violations that have been documented by the Iowa DNR.  This project could be funded through a low interest State Revolving Fund (SRF) loan.  The City’s current Low to Moderate Income (LMI) is 45.5% and does not provide for Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) eligibility.  MSA can help the City prepare an Intended Use plan (IUP) for an SRF loan.
Motion by Council Member Hanson and seconded by Council Member Robinson approving to proceed with MSA Professional Services, Inc.’s recommendation for submittal of the Wastewater Facility Plan to the Iowa Department of Natural Resources (NDR) as presented.  Motion carried.

Capital Improvement Plan Project:  Mr. Elsinger provided the City with budgetary cost estimates for the projects forecasted to be completed within the next five years based on the previous Council work session.  He asked the Council to review the sections and provided feedback on the project timing and scope.  No action was taken by the Council.
Motion by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member Hanson to approve PDCM Insurance Services’ recommendation for the City to add coverage of a $1,000,000 Limit/Aggregate Cyber Liability Policy through Travelers with an annual premium cost of $2,850, payable to PDCM Insurance Services.  Motion carried.
The City is waiting for a quote from PDCM Insurances Services for possible insurance coverage of the EKCO Bridge.
Brenda Schmidtke, Richard White, and Wes Sorge, Janesville Welcome Sign Committee Members, presented their design proposals and location for a “Welcome” sign.  The Iowa DOT has approved the proposed sign to be located in the west roundabout of the US218 and C50/Barrick Road interchange.  Three sign proposals were presented:  Eagle Sign Co. - $23,509.76, Nagle Signs, Inc. - $30,311.58, and Signs & Designs - $17,240.00.  After reviewing the sign designs, discussion led to estimated costs for landscaping, electricity vs. solar, and trenching.  It was suggested that a tall flagpole be installed for displaying the U.S. and Wildcat Flags.
Motion by Council Member Worrell and seconded by Council Member Robinson approving to support the design proposal from Signs & Designs and hardwiring rather than solar.  Motion carried.
The Committee will gather additional bid proposals for rock and landscaping, trenching, and providing electricity to the site.
Motion by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member Worrell to approve the following road closures on Friday, July 26, 2019 from 6:00 p.m. – 9:00 p.m. for the Janesville Days Parade:  City Park to Barrick Road, Barrick Road from City Park to Main Street, Main Street from Barrick Road to 4th Street, 4th Street from Main Street to Chestnut Street, Chestnut Street from 4th Street to Barrick Road, and Barrick Road from Chestnut Street to City Park.  Motion carried.
The Council reviewed water tower inspections and maintenance contract proposals from Central Tank Coatings, Inc., Utility Service Co., Inc. and Dixon Engineering & Inspection Services Industry.
Motion by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to approve a Water Tower Inspection and Maintenance Contract with Central Tank Coatings, Inc. at an approximate cost of $2,000.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Worrell and seconded by Council Member Bettis to approve a 2.2% wage scale increase (cost of living) for Fiscal Year 2020 employee wages.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – Worrell, Stapleton, Robinson, Bettis, and Hanson.  Nays – None.  Motion carried.
Police Officer, Taylor Cross graduated from the Iowa Law Enforcement Academy, 1st in his Class, on Friday, May 17, 2019.
Motion by Council Member Bettis and seconded by Council Member Hanson to approve a step increase to $18.75 per hour to Taylor Cross effective 5/18/19 and an additional increase to $19.69 per hour effective 6/22/19.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – Hanson, Bettis, Robinson, Stapleton, and Worrell.  Nays – None.  Motion carried.
Motion by Council Member Worrell and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to approve a step increase to $17.60 per hour to Dave Flood, Public Works Assistant, upon his satisfactory 6-month employee review, effective 3/25/19 and an additional increase to $18.55 per hour effective 6/22/19.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – Worrell, Stapleton, Robinson, Bettis, and Hanson.  Nays – None.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member Worrell to approve a step increase to $17.00 per hour to Lisa Gansen, Library Director, effective 6/22/19.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – Worrell, Stapleton, Robinson, Bettis and Hanson.  Nays – None.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council member Robinson to approve RESOLUTION #1650 – A RESOLUTION SETTING SALARIES FOR EMPLOYEES OF THE CITY OF JANESVILLE, IOWA FOR THE 2019/2020 FISCAL YEAR, EFFECTIVE 6/22/19.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – Worrell, Stapleton, Robinson, Bettis, and Hanson.  Nays – None.  Resolution approved and adopted this 24th day of June 2019.
