Janesville Fire Chief, Tim West, discussed with the Council, his department’s experience and safety concerns with the Cedar Falls PSO Program and how that led to their unanimous vote to withdraw mutual aid services with Cedar Falls.

Motion by Council Member Miller and seconded by Stapleton approving to support Janesville Fire Rescue’s decision to withdraw mutual aid services with the City of Cedar Falls and their PSO Program.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – McAllister, Miller, Robinson, and Stapleton.  Nays – None.  Absent – Worrell.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member McAllister and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to approve payment of the $31,712 annual premium to PDCM Insurance for the renewal of the city’s insurance, as presented, for the period covering April 1, 2020 – April 1, 2021.  (Be it noted that this premium doesn’t include the newly purchased 2008 Sterling Dump Truck which will be invoiced at a later date). Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – Robinson, Stapleton, Miller, and McAllister.  Nays – None.  Absent – Worrell.  Motion carried.
At approximately 6:18 p.m., Mayor Beenblossom opened the Public Hearing on the Proposed Fiscal Year 2020/21 Budget for comments from interested citizens and taxpayers. There being no comments, Mayor Beenblossom declared the Public Hearing closed at approximately 6:19 p.m. and presented the proposed Fiscal Year 2020/21 Budget to the Council for their consideration.

The Proposed Fiscal Year 2020/21 Budget was published in the Waverly Newspaper on March 12, 2020 and reflects an estimated total city tax levy rate of $11.15530 per $1,000 valuation on regular property, with a total property tax asking of $472,450 (plus $6,089 Utility Tax Replacement) and the following expenditures:

Paul, and cease paying the monthly cost of three (3) streetlights with Mid-American Energy and Michael W. Paul:  agrees to pay all fees associated with the transfer of the property plus the additional sum of $1.00 and furnish and install proper “gates” needed to prevent unauthorized entry.

Motion by Council Member McAllister and seconded by Council Member Robinson to approve the GPS System Plan with U.S. Cellular as presented, to re-evaluate in 12 months and further approve payment of $460 for the four (4) GPS Tracking Devices for the public works and police department vehicles.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – McAllister, Miller, Stapleton, and Robinson.  Nays – None.  Absent – Worrell.  Motion carried.
The cost for the tracking devices and monthly premium will be divided between water, wastewater, streets, and police.
Motion by Council Member McAllister and seconded by Council Member Robinson to approve the updated 2GB Only Plan with U.S. Cellular as presented, to be re-evaluated as may be necessary, with the purchase of two Samsung A10e Cellular Phones at an estimated monthly fee of $119.35. Motion by Council Member McAllister and seconded by Council member Robinson to approve RESOLUTION #1685 – AN EMERGENCY RESOLUTION ADDRESSING THE NEGATIVE IMPACT THE CORONA VIRUS (COVID-19) PANDEMIC IS CREATING IN THE CITY OF JANESVILLE AND A WAY TO ASSIST IN EASING THE BURDEN ON OUR RESIDENTS AND COMMERCIAL BUSINESSES DURING THIS DIFFICULT TIME and includes the following:  Residential Customer Accounts:  Late Penalty Fees and Disconnection Notices will be waived for a period of four months, effective April 5 – July 5, 2020.  Late penalty fees and disconnection policies will again be enforced beginning August 5, 2020.  Delinquent accounts must be paid in full prior to August 5, 2020 to avoid late penalty fees and possible disconnection.  Commercial Business Customer Accounts:  Upon application to the Janesville City Clerk, Commercial Businesses that have either experienced mandatory or self- imposed shut downs, or are experiencing a revenue hardship due to the Corona Virus (COVID-19) Pandemic are eligible to receive a two (2) month waiver of their monthly city utility bill for water, debt service, sewer, garbage and stormwater fees for April (March usage) and May (April usage).  The waiver application must be completed and returned to the Janesville City Clerk prior to 4:00 p.m. on Friday, April 10, 2020.  
Automatic Payment Plan Participants:  The authorization to automatically deduct city utility payments from your account will remain in effect unless a written authorization is received prior to 4:00 p.m. on the 1st day of each month to temporarily withdraw from the automatic payment plan.
