Motion by Stapleton and seconded by McAllister to approve, as amended, the following Consent Agenda items:  July 28th, 2020, Special City Council Proceedings, and June 30, 2020, Budget and Treasurer Reports. Roll Call Vote: Ayes-McAllister, Miller, and Stapleton. Nays-None. Absent – Robinson and Worrell.  Motion carried.

General Commissioner Stapleton and City Clerk Kurtz gave their monthly oral reports to the Council. Eric is helping in the office making deposits and learning some new things in order to help as much as possible. City Clerk Kurtz stated that she is learning as quickly as possible and is hoping to have budget and treasurer reports up to date for the next meeting after an incorrect withdrawal by Iowa Finance Authority caused a series of delays.

Motion by Miller and seconded by Stapleton approving to pay any regularly scheduled employee affected by Covid-19 up to two weeks wages per the Families First Coronavirus Response Act. Motion Carried.
At approximately 6:18 p.m., Mayor Beenblossom opened the Public Hearing for Ordinance 347, an ordinance amending the provisions of section 16.23 and section 16.24 of the city code of the City of Janesville, IA, related to “R”, “C”, and “M” districts regarding surface type, thickness and grade on those districts within the City of Janesville, IA. There being no comments, Mayor Beenblossom declared the hearing closed at approximately 6:19 p.m., and turned the matter over to the council for their review and consideration.
Motion by Miller and seconded by McAllister to place ordinance 347 on the September 14th, 2020 agenda. Motion carried.

In the absence of Council Member Worrell, Mayor Beenblossom gave a brief update on the street/stormwater department. The new collector broom attachment is currently being used and working well. Aspro is currently working on 7th Street and various areas in town, and has also gotten rid of the bumps on both ends of the 7th Street Bridge.

Council Member McAllister gave his monthly report to the Council.  He stated that although the council does not see everything on the Chief’s monthly report, the police department was busy working on several cases within the city, as well as helped with a missing persons case. Council Member Miller stated he would like to see door checks done on a routine basis.

Motion by McAllister and seconded by Miller to leave section 55.01 of the City Code as is, pertaining to the use of a leash unless the animal is accompanied by or at the side of the owner or competent person, and obedient to the commands of the owner or competent person.

Motion by McAllister and seconded by Miller to table item number four regarding sections 69.10 Snow Removal and section 69.08 No Parking Zones. After lengthy discussion council decided further information was necessary in order to go forward with changing these ordinances. Motion carried.
In the absence of Council Member Robinson, Mayor Beenblossom gave a brief update on the Water/Wastewater/Refuse Department.  Council Member Robinson and Public Works Director Wrage were scheduled to have a phone conference with MSA professional services in regards to the specifications for the control panel of the 7th Street Lift Station, but due to Derecho, this conference call was postponed for a later date.
Motion by Miller and seconded by McAllister approving to pay Boomerang Corporation’s second pay application in the amount of $94,980.81 for the 7th St E Lift Station Project.  Roll Call Vote: Ayes – McAllister, Miller, Stapleton. Nays – none. Absent – Robinson and Worrell.  Motion carried.

Council Member Miller gave his monthly report for the Park and Recreation Department.  Miller stated that dirt has been placed around the basketball court in order to create a level surface.  The softball tournament held the first weekend in August went well.  Council Member Miller would like to see the water faucet put back on the side of the shop building in order to water the diamond to avoid it being so dusty.  The path in the park is scheduled to be refinished this week and the Lion’s Shelter repair will be the end of August or beginning of September.
Motion by Miller and seconded by McAllister to approve the change in final cost to D&N Fence due to project modifications, which were approved by Council Member Miller. Council Member Miller extended the length of the fence in order to keep those utilizing the courts safe by preventing balls rolling towards the river. Additional cost: $1357.00. Motion carried.
Mayor Beenblossom gave his report. He stated that Aspro was hoping to have 7th/Pine Street done this week.  Also, the sickle bar mower is going to be used on the ditches starting this week.
Motion by Miller and seconded by McAllister to adjourn.  Motion carried.  Meeting adjourned at 7:25 p.m.
