Motion by Council Member Miller and seconded by Council Member McAllister approving to adopt the agenda as presented. Motion carried.

Motion by Stapleton and seconded by McAllister approving Ordinance #368: AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF JANESVILLE, IA, BY AMENDING CHAPTER 92 PERTAINING TO WATER RATES on its second reading. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, McAllister, Conover, Dix, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Motion carried.

Motion by McAllister and seconded by Conover approving Ordinance #369: AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF JANESVILLE, IA, BY AMENDING CHAPTER 155 PERTAINING TO BUILDING CODE on its second reading. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, McAllister, Conover, Dix, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Motion carried.

Motion by McAllister and seconded by Conover approving the purchase of a new Miller 211 Welder at a cost of $1468.00. Motion carried.
Motion by Miller and seconded by Dix approving the fiscal year 2025 Street Finance Report. Motion carried.

Motion by Miller and seconded by Dix approving the fiscal year 2025 Annual Finance Report. Motion carried.

General: Motion by Stapleton and seconded by McAllister approving Dreesman Construction’s invoice in the amount of $6225.00 for renovation completed on the new city hall offices. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Stapleton, Dix, Conover, McAllister, and Miller. Motion carried.
Motion by Stapleton and seconded by Miller approving One Solution’s proposal for a new phone system in city hall at an estimated cost of $2834.80 and a monthly fee of $204.80 unless other items are added. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Stapleton, Dix, Conover, McAllister, and Miller. Nays – None. Motion carried.

Motion by Stapleton and seconded by Conover approving One Solution’s invoice #34251 in the amount of $3280.50 for services provided on the new city hall offices. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Stapleton, Dix, Conover, McAllister, and Miller. Nays – None. Motion carried.
Library Director Biersner and Commissioner Stapleton talked over items needed from the city for the upcoming Jingle in Janesville Event. Among those items, which are the same as previous years, were electricity and barricades for road closures from approximately 4:30 p.m. to 8:30 p.m.

Streets: Commissioner Conover let the council know the public works is preparing plows for the winter season.
Safety: Commissioner McAllister stated he had received a complaint about the 25-mph speed limit on Maple Street. He discussed the reasons for the speed limit and stated he does not plan to address this until all construction in the area has been completed and traffic has drastically decreased on Maple Street.
Water/Wastewater/Refuse: Commissioner Dix stated the city attorney will be attending Monday, December 8, 2025, meeting to discuss the WWTIP 2021 issues and options.
Motion by Miller and seconded by McAllister approving the purchase of a pickleball net and paint at a cost not to exceed $700.00. Volunteers will paint the court on the existing basketball court at the park and the pickleball net is removeable. Motion carried.
