Motion by Miller and seconded by McAllister to approve the following Consent Agenda items as amended: June 14, 2021 Regular City Council Proceedings, June 29, 2021 Special City Council Proceedings, June Budget and Treasurer’s Reports, Council Member Miller asked that consent agenda item “E” be removed from the consent agenda and placed on the regular agenda for individual action. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, McAllister, Conover, Robinson, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Motion carried.
New hire, Officer Jared Coyle, attended the meeting for an official meet and greet with the council. Officer Cross stated that he has been doing well in his training thus far and will start the ten-week police academy on August 16, 2021 and is set to graduate on October 22, 2021. At this time Officer Coyle is looking into the possibility of using the GI bill to cover his training costs. Will keep council updated pending further details.

Motion by McAllister and seconded by Miller to purchase a custom fitted ballistics vest from armor express for Officer Coyle at a cost of $1250.85. Motion carried.

SAFETY: Commissioner McAllister and Mayor Beenblossom gave a brief update to the council on upcoming Ragbrai and Janesville Days events. City Hall will be used as the command center during Ragbrai and several Fire Department and EMS members will be present during the day in case of emergency.

General: Commissioner Stapleton gave the council the tentative schedule for the Janesville Days event on July 28, 2021.
Motion by Stapleton and seconded by Miller approving the route for the Wildcat 5k run on Saturday, July 31, 2021 starting at 8:00 a.m. and the use of the City’s traffic cones to block intersections for runners. The council requested that the persons putting on the 5k also provide personnel to help with traffic control at all of the approved intersections. Motion carried.

Officers Cross and Coyle exited the meeting at 6:25 p.m.

Streets/Stormwater: Commissioner Conover reported the new zero radius mower has been delivered. He also noted that the shop at the City park on Barrick has been thoroughly cleaned and reorganized.

Water/Wastewater/Refuse: Motion by Robinson and seconded by Miller to approve Change Order #1 from Boomerang Corporation for the WWTP 2021 project to include materials for the necessary valve replacements at the wastewater treatment plant in the amount of $21,390.77. Roll Call Vote: Ayes- Miller, McAllister, Conover, Robinson, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Motion carried.
Commissioner Robinson informed the council they will be going through the Wastewater Treatment Plant and doing a thorough cleaning and decluttering.

Parks/Rec: Commissioner Miller updated the council that the kayak ramp is close to being finished and that pea gravel and sand have been placed in the appropriate place. He would like to see a sign placed on the East side ramp identifying the kayak ramp and additional parking location on the West side at Dort’s Landing. Commissioner Miller also informed the council that he had spoken with Mr. Durbahn of AECOM Engineering and that they had come to the same conclusion on what would appropriately fix the EKCO bridge. Mr. Durbahn stated that it would be at no cost to the City as AECOM would be taking care of the costs. AECOM is currently waiting on the availability of PCI to complete the repairs.
MAYOR’S REPORT: Mayor Beenblossom informed the council that there have been issues regarding LTD Broadband and the service provided to the City, especially at the Barrick Road City Park Building. The most recent being no service for the duration of an entire week with no response from their customer service. After several attempts by Chris Pletz, of One Solution, to get the issue resolved with their customer support, Mayor Beenblossom reached out and stated that they are not fulfilling their terms of the agreement made between the City and LTD Broadband and that if the issue was not resolved immediately and any future outages were not taken care of promptly, they will need to remove their equipment from the City’s water tower.
Motion by McAllister and seconded by Miller to adjourn. Motion carried. Meeting adjourned at 6:49 p.m.
