Resolved by Council Member McAllister and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to approve the bills as presented. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Schmidtke, Conover, McAllister, Dix, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Resolution was approved and adopted this 13th day of April 2026.
At approximately 6:02 p.m., Mayor Beenblossom opened the Public Hearing on the Proposed Fiscal Year 2026/27 Budget for comments from interested citizens and taxpayers. There being no comments, Mayor Beenblossom declared the Public Hearing closed at approximately 6:03 p.m. and presented the proposed Fiscal Year 2026/27 Budget to the Council for their consideration.

The Proposed Fiscal Year 2026/27 Budget was published in the Waverly Newspaper on April 7, 2026, and reflects an estimated total city tax levy rate of $13.43003 per $1,000 valuation on regular property, with a total property tax asking of $722,565,585 (plus $7,416 Utility Tax Replacement) and the following expenditures:

After giving opportunity for all desiring to be heard, it was resolved by McAllister and seconded by Stapleton to approve, as presented, RESOLUTION #1907-26 – A RESOLUTION ADOPTING THE ANNUAL BUDGET FOR THE FISCAL YEAR ENDING JUNE 30, 2027.  BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF JANESVILLE, IOWA that the annual budget for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2027, as set forth in the Budget Summary Certificate and in the detailed Budget in support thereof showing the revenue estimates and appropriation expenditures and allocation to programs and activities for said fiscal year be adopted, and the clerk is directed to make the filings as required by law and to set up books in accordance with the summary and details as adopted.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – Stapleton, Dix, McAllister, Conover, and Schmidtke.  Nays – None. Resolution approved and adopted this 13th day of April 2026.

Motion by McAllister and seconded by Schmidtke approving RESOLUTION 1908-26:A RESOLUTION APPROVING AN AGREEMENT FOR LEGAL SERVICES BETWEEN THE CITY OF JANESVILLE, IOWA AND LYNCH DALLS LEGAL AND APPOINTING CITY ATTORNEY. Roll Call Vote: Ayes- Schmidtke, Conover, McAllister, Dix, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Resolution was approved and adopted this 13th day of April 2026.
Motion by McAllister and seconded by Stapleton approving MSA Professional Service’s invoice #027303 in the amount of $3269.25 for engineering services provided on the Sands 3rd Addition Development and Review. Motion carried.
Matthew Moore briefed the council on the various projects requiring MSA’s services. Bridge inspections were started on Friday and will be wrapped up over the weekend and sent to the DOT’s database. The base course of asphalt has been completed on James and Sands Streets and the second layer of asphalt will be completed tomorrow. Matthew went through the series of testing and televising that has also been completed and a list of items that were being worked on or had yet to be completed. He also mentioned that Kay Park was close to completion and the official hookup would be happening in the next couple of weeks.
Matthew Moore left the meeting at 6:14 p.m.
Paul Cooley of Cooley Sanitation and Adam Linden of Kluesner Sanitation presented their information to the council for garbage and recycling services. The council thanked them for coming and let them know a decision will be made at the second meeting in April.
General: Motion by Stapleton and seconded by Schmidtke approving reimbursement to Stacia Hoff for Riviera Bar supplies purchased from Walmart, invoice #892538, in the amount of $56.30. Motion carried.

Water/Wastewater/Refuse: Commissioner Dix let the council know he had been contacted about a possible grant from google to fund projects that are based around water. He plans to explore the opportunity and will keep the council posted.
Parks & Recreation: Motion by Schmitdke and seconded by Dix approving the list of youth coaches provided by Deputy Clerk Ver Steegt. The list of coaches has been reviewed and approved by Janesville PD. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Schmidtke, Conover, McAllister, Dix, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Motion carried.
Commissioner Schmidtke went on a ride-a-long with PWD Bigler and was able to see the day-to-day operations for the public works department. She also mentioned she has been part of the process of looking for a new place for a soccer/sports complex and that it is a definite need in the community.
Streets & Stormwater: Motion by Conover and seconded by McAllister approving an invoice in the amount of $500.00 from Kyle Hinz for equipment rental used for the removal of rock in various areas after the plowing season. Motion carried.

Motion by Conover and seconded by Stapleton approving Denver Underground’s invoice #7135 in the amount of $2600.00 for the emergency intake repair at the intersection of Main Street and Third Street. Motion carried.  
Safety: Motion by McAllister and seconded by Schmidtke approving the Janesville Cross Country 5K route on August 8, 2026, starting at 8:00 A.M. Motion carried.
Motion by McAllister and seconded by Conover approving to adjourn. Motion carried. Meeting adjourned at 7:04 p.m.
