Special City Council Proceedings

June 25, 2018

The Janesville City Council met in special session on Monday, June 25, 2018 in the Council Chambers of City Hall at approximately 5:00 p.m. with Mayor Carroll in the Chair and Council Members, Worrell, Stapleton, Robinson, Bettis and Hanson present.  Also present were City Attorney, Gary Boveia, City Clerk, Chris Murley, Police Chief, Randy Samec, Public Works Director, Becky Wrage, MSA Professional Services Project Engineer, Joe Elsinger, AECOM Engineer, Mark Durbahn, and Janesville Days Committee Member, Brittany Wegner.
Motion by Council Member Worrell and seconded by Council Member Bettis approving to adopt the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

Brittany Wegner presented a summary of the activities planned for this year’s Janesville Days Celebration.  Activities include:  Beer Garden, Flippy Cup Tournament, Talent/Variety Show, Pancake Breakfast, Parade, possible Car Show, Horseshoe Tournament, Kids Water Ball, Inflatables/Kids Games, Bags Tournament, Pedal Pull, Magic Show, music by “Urban Legend”, various food vendors and possibly a Community Church Service.  There will be no fireworks this year as construction at the school was expected to interfere with the display.
Motion by Council Member Bettis and seconded by Council Member Worrell to approve the hiring of temporary police officers, if deemed necessary by Police Chief, Randy Samec, for additional police protection during the Janesville Days 2018 Celebration, at $14.76 per hour.  Motion carried.
The Council and Mark Durbahn, AECOM Engineer, discussed the status of a few projects/issues that have not yet been resolved and/or completed.  Those projects include the Sands 1st Addition (seal-coating around manholes and detention basin), Barrick Road Bicycle/Pedestrian Bridge Project (bridge approach settling issues), Barrick Road Water Extension and Improvement Project (a few minor issues and final acceptance) and Hardwood Estates (pre-construction meeting needs to be scheduled and earth moving needs to be inspected).
Motion by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Worrell approving to table a decision of AECOM’s Engineering Agreement for the Water Main Extension Project from 7th Street South to Kay Enterprises for additional review.  Motion carried.
The Council considered the Iowa Department of Transportation’s offer of bridge funding (for the replacement of the 7th Street Bridge) in the amount of $1,000,000.  The cost to replace the 7th Street Bridge has been estimated at $5.7 million.  The Council further discussed additional funding sources along with the possible transfer of jurisdiction.  Mayor Carroll reported that she had attended the Regional Transportation Authority Policy Board and Technical Committee meeting last week.  This committee seemed supportive of the city’s possible project to replace the 7th Street Bridge although their approximate $2.4 million in annual funding sources are already committed through 2023.  The City could possibly be awarded funding of $500,000 - $800,000 from the RTA for the replacement of the 7th Street Bridge but it wouldn’t be until after 2023.
Mr. Durbahn was granted permission by the Council to forward their 2016 feasibility study, proposed project description and estimated costs for the replacement of the 7th Street Bridge to Krista Rostad with the Iowa Department of Transportation.

Motion by Council Member Bettis and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to turn down, at this time, the Iowa Department of Transportation’s (Iowa DOT) Offer of City Bridge Funding for the 7th Street Bridge.  Motion carried.

Upon a lengthy discussion with Joe Elsinger, MSA Project Engineer, regarding the proposed Stormwater (Post-Construction Stormwater Management and Erosion and Sedimentation Control)  and Stormwater Utility Ordinances, a motion was made by Council Member Worrell and seconded by Council Member Hanson directing Mr. Elsinger to make the changes as were discussed to the proposed ordinances and further, to draft a letter for mailing to residential and commercial/industrial property owners informing them of the proposed ordinances and rate structure and further directing the City Clerk to place the ordinances on the agenda of the July 9, 2018 meeting for their first reading.  Motion carried.
Motion by Council Member Hanson and seconded by Council Member Stapleton approving to accept Jason Hoerman’s resignation as a Full-time Public Works Assistant to an As-Needed Employee, Effective June 8, 2018.  Motion carried.
Motion by Council Member Bettis and seconded by Council Member Hanson to approve, as was presented and amended, the Public Works Assistant “Help Wanted” advertisement for publishing and posting.  Motion carried.
Due to circumstances beyond her control, a motion was made by Council Member Worrell and seconded by Council Member Stapleton approving to pay out Public Works Director, Becky Wrage’s unused vacation hours as of June 30, 2018.  Motion carried.
Motion by Council Member Hanson and seconded by Council Member Worrell approving to amend the previous motion by allowing Public Works Director, Becky Wrage, the option to carry over 24 hours of unused vacation time and to be paid out for the remainder of her unused vacation as of June 30, 2018.  Motion carried.
The process for testing and interviewing the applicants for the Police Officer position was discussed.  Mayor Carroll has recommended that a committee be set up, to include the Mayor, Safety Commissioner, Police Chief, and one or two community members, to review, test and interview the applicants.  Mayor Carroll stated that she has talked to former Janesville Police Chief and Bremer County Deputy, Dennis Miller and he is willing to be a volunteer on this committee.  There were no objections to Mayor Carroll’s recommendation.
Due to circumstances beyond his control, a motion was made by Council Member Worrell and seconded by Council Member Bettis approving to allow Police Chief, Randy Samec, to carry over 20 unused vacation hours and to be paid out for the remainder of his unused vacation time as of June 30, 2018.  Motion carried.

Resolved by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member Hanson to approve RESOLUTION #1615 – A RESOLUTION APPROVING AND ADOPTING A STATEMENT OF POLICY ON EMPLOYEE INSURANCE BENEFITS AND PROCEDURES FOR THE CITY OF JANESVILLE, IOWA.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – Hanson, Bettis, Robinson, Stapleton, and Worrell.  Nays – None.  Resolution approved and adopted this 25th day of June 2018.
