May 25, 2021
The Janesville City Council met in special session on Tuesday, May 25, 2021 in the Council Chambers of City Hall at approximately 6:00 p.m. with Mayor Beenblossom in the Chair and Council Members Miller, Stapleton, McAllister, and Conover present. Absent was Council Members Robinson. Also present was City Clerk Christa Kurtz.
Motion by Council Member McAllister and seconded by Council Member Stapleton approving to adopt the agenda as presented. Motion carried.
At approximately 6:02 p.m., Mayor Beenblossom opened the Public Hearing on the proposed Fiscal Year 2020/21 Amended Budget for comments from interested taxpayers and citizens.  There being no comments, Mayor Beenblossom declared the hearing closed and turned the matter over to the Council for their review and consideration.
Resolved by Council Member Miller and seconded by Council Member Conover to approve RESOLUTION #1735-21 – A RESOLUTION AMENDING THE CURRENT BUDGET FOR FISCAL YEAR ENDING JUNE 30, 2021.  BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Janesville, Iowa:  Following notice published May 13, 2021 and the Public Hearing held May 25, 2021 the current budget is amended as set out herein and in the detail by fund type and activity that supports this resolution which was considered at that hearing:  Public Safety-$443,512, Public Works-$451,043, Culture and Recreation-$508,526, Community and Economic Development-$8,200, General Government-$168,754, Debt Service-$74,400, Capital Projects-$1,171,160, Business Type/Enterprises-$965,285 and Transfers Out-$55,950 = $3,790,880 Total Expenditures/Transfers Out.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – Miller, McAllister, Conover, and Stapleton.  Nays – None.  Absent – Robinson.  Resolution approved and adopted this 25th day of May 2021.

Motion by Miller and seconded by Conover to approve Mark Renner’s Application for connection to public water system at 504 W 7th Street. Motion carried.
Motion by McAllister and seconded by Stapleton setting the time and date for a public hearing on Monday, June 14, 2021 at 6:00 p.m. in the council chambers of City Hall for the Hardwood Estates 2nd Phase Final Plat. Motion carried.

Motion by McAllister and seconded by Stapleton approving improvements for the Police Department office for a total cost of $8,421.73. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, McAllister, Conover, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Absent – Robinson. Motion carried.

Motion by McAllister and seconded by Miller approving the software upgrade for the Police Department radios and body cameras through Digital Ally. The total cost is $12,070 over a five-year period. Year one will cost $2854 and years two through five will cost $2304 per year. Installation will be considered at a later date after further information is available. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Stapleton, Conover, McAllister, and Miller. Nays – None. Absent – Robinson. Motion carried.
Motion by McAllister and seconded by Stapleton approving the purchase of miscellaneous police equipment such as badges, clothing, vest accessories, etc. not to exceed $1200. Motion carried.

Motion by Conover and seconded by Miller approving street repairs on the West side of Main Street between 1st Street and 2nd Street, the North side of 3rd Street between Elm and Chestnut, and the North side of 4th Street between Elm and Chestnut to be done by Prairie Road Builders with a cost of $4160 and to be paid from the Stormwater Utility Fund. The improvements are being done with the intention of better directing the storm water run-off to nearby culverts. Motion carried.
Motion by Miller and seconded by Conover approving to adjourn. Motion carried. Meeting closed at 6:51 p.m.
