October 8, 2019
The Janesville City Council met in regular session on Tuesday, October 8, 2019 (moved from October 14, 2019 due to known lack of quorum) in the Council Chambers of City Hall at approximately 6:00 p.m. with Mayor Carroll in the Chair and Council Members Worrell, Stapleton, Bettis and Hanson present. Public Works Director Wrage presented proposals for various models of slide-in sanders from Don’s Truck Sales and C & C Welding, Inc.  Prices for the sanders varied from $6,175 - $8,682 plus additional fees for installation and shipping.

7th Street Bridge Replacement Project:  Joe Elsinger with MSA Professional Services stated a copy of the archeological and cultural investigation report, completed by Wapsi Valley Archeology, will soon be provided to the City to review.  Next steps include developing preliminary layouts and cross sections of the structure for the city to review.
Seventh Street East Lift Station Project:  Mr. Elsinger reported that he expects the construction permit to be approved by the Iowa DNR project manager within the next two weeks.  Final permanent utility easements have been received by Jim Sands and Fidelity Bank.

Wastewater Facility Plan Project:  Mr. Elsinger stated upon completion of the geotechnical investigation report, the Iowa DNR can continue their review of the facility plan and design may commence.  Construction is now anticipated to begin next fall (October 2020).
Motion by Council Member Worrell and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to approve VJ Engineering’s agreement for the required biennial bridge inspections at a cost of $1900.  Motion carried.
