City Council Proceedings

September 23, 2025
The Janesville City Council met in regular session on Tuesday, September 23, 2025, in the Council Chambers of City Hall at approximately 6:00 p.m. with Mayor Beenblossom in the chair and Council Members Miller, McAllister, Conover, Dix, and Stapleton present. Also present were Maggie Burger of Speer Financial, PWD Bigler, and Holly and Emma Thurm. 
Motion by Council Member McAllister and seconded by Council Member Dix approving to adopt the agenda as presented. Motion carried.

Maggie Burger attended tonight’s council meeting to discuss the water rate study completed by Speer Financial. The study was completed to determine the best way to keep up with the increasing rates incurred from Iowa Regional Utility Association for bulk water usage and put a maintenance plan in place for the city water tower. They discussed all three options presented and determined that a combination of an increase of $4.00 to the flat rate, making it a flat rate of $14.00 per month, in January 1, 2026, and 1% increase to the annual increase assessed at the beginning of each fiscal year, making it a 4% annual increase starting July 1, 2026.
Motion by McAllister and seconded by Dix approving Speer Financials’ invoice in the amount of $375.00 for continuing disclosure for the 2023 GO Notes. Motion carried.
Motion by Stapleton and seconded by McAllister approving Christa Kurtz and Eric Ver Steegt to attend the IAMU Municipal law 101 workshop on October 23, 2025, in Ankeny at a cost of $175 per person plus appropriate costs for wages and mileage. Motion carried.
Motion by McAllister and seconded by Dix approving Weed on Fire invoice in the amount of $815.00 for mosquito treatment application. Motion carried.

Motion by Miller and seconded by McAllister approving reimbursement of $73.82 to Stacia Hoff for supplies purchased from Wilson Supply for the Riviera Event Center. Motion carried.
Motion by Stapleton and seconded by Conover approving mileage reimbursement to Christa Kurtz in the amount of $155.10 for miles driven to the Iowa League of Cities Conference in Des Moines. Motion carried. 
Commissioner Stapleton let the council know the Janesville Days committee will not be holding the Fall Festival.
Commissioner Conover let the council know that the public works personnel had completed work on the shoulders of Wildcat Way, 7th Street, and Pine Street.
Motion by McAllister and seconded by Miller approving Ordinance #367: AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE PROVISIONS OF CHAPTER 65 OF THE CITY CODE OF THE CITY OF JANESVILLE, IOWA, AS RELATED TO STOP AND YIELD REQUIRED WITHIN THE CITY OF JANESVILLE, IOWA, on its first reading. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Stapleton, Dix, Conover, McAllister, and Miller. Nays – None. Motion carried.
Safety: Commissioner McAllister went over a survey Chief Cross was asked to complete by Mayor Beenblossom regarding information and numbers from other towns of similar size.
Water/Wastewater/Refuse: Commissioner Dix stated he will be contacting Maguire Iron for an updated water tower maintenance agreement. 
Commissioner Dix explained the different options for the WWTIP 2021 proposed by Nexxom and Boomerang. He stated there are two options. Option A: the two companies come and fix the current system with the correct parts at no cost to the city but will cost them roughly $49,950.00 and the city still owes what remains on the project which is roughly $108,000. Option B: the two companies install the overhead lateral system and use the current diffusers and valves at a cost of $108,457.00 to the city plus a two-year warranty. Commissioner Dix has discussed both options with the city attorney and the contract will need to be amended. Commissioner Dix recommends option B: overhead lateral system because the previous system has proven multiple times that it does not work. He will propose the cost quoted with not paying any previous balance due and the cost of the project will not change.
Motion by Dix and seconded by McAllister approving to propose option B: overhead lateral system with a two-year warranty at completion at a cost of $108,457.00 and no previous invoices will be paid by the city for the system that did not work. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, McAllister, Conover, Dix, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Motion carried.

Motion by Dix and seconded by McAllister that Commissioner Dix propose to MSA Professional Services that they be responsible for all engineering costs involved with the change to the overhead lateral system including but not limited to all filings with the Iowa DNR and any other state requirements. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, McAllister, Conover, Dix, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Motion carried.
Parks & Rec: Commissioner Miller was approached about putting a pickleball net up on the basketball court at the city park. He will have more information in October.
Mayor Dave let the council know he ordered a remote access lock for the new city hall office.

Motion by Miller and seconded by Dix approving to adjourn. Motion carried. Meeting adjourned at 7:10 p.m.
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
