Streets: Commissioner Conover let the council know that potholes were being fixed and the public works department is prepping equipment for the summer season.
Safety: Commissioner McAllister went over Chief Cross’ monthly report with the council. He also let the council know Reserve Officer Martzahn is on duty often.
Water/Wastewater/Refuse: Commissioner Robinson let the council know he would be on site at the wastewater plant this week.
Parks & Rec: Commissioner Miller requested that summer activities, such as tether ball, volleyball, and bags be set up at the park. He also let the council know the gate to Dort’s landing will remain closed until the grass has become better established.
