Mayor Beenblossom declared this the time and place for a public hearing in regard to the 7th St Bridge Replacement Project bid award and opened the floor to any and all tax payers present at 6:00 p.m. There being nobody here for comment, Mayor Beenblossom declared the public hearing closed at 6:02 p.m.

Motion by McAllister and seconded by Robinson to move the November 22, 2022 to November 29, 2022. Motion carried.
General: Commissioner Stapleton confirmed that city hall will be open on December 7th for Jingle in Janesville.
Motion by Miller and seconded by Stapleton approving the Annual Finance Report for Fiscal Year ending June 30, 2022. Motion carried.

Streets: Motion by Conover and seconded by Robinson approving the additional cost for the completed storm water repairs in the amount of $5026.50. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, McAllister, Conover, Robinson, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Motion carried.
Motion by McAllister and seconded by Robinson approving the rental of a mini excavator and bucket, not to exceed a cost of $1600, to be used to fix storm water runoff issues in various problematic areas. Motion carried.

Motion by McAllister and seconded by Robinson approving entering into an agreement with MSA Professional Services for construction services performed and materials testing subcontracted to Braun Intertec for the 7th St. Bridge Replacement Project. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, McAllister, Conover, Robinson, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Motion carried.

Commissioner Conover reported that the trucks are being prepped for sanding and plowing for the winter season.

Water/Wastewater/Refuse: Mayor Beenblossom let the council know that MidAmerican will not be requiring an electrical update at the waste water plant and the project will continue to move forward without that particular delay.

Motion by Robinson and seconded by Conover approving Payment Application #5 submitted by Boomerang Corporation in the amount of $252,450.03. Mr. Deaver of MSA Professional Services has given his recommendation to pay this request. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Stapleton, Robinson, Conover, McAllister, and Miller. Nays – None. Motion carried.

Mayor Beenblossom let the council know that Iowa Regional Utility Association will be implementing a 4% rate increase on bulk water.

Safety: Motion by McAllister and seconded by Stapleton approving Chief Cross to order a 2024 Police Tahoe to replace the 2017 Dodge Charger when ordering becomes available. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Stapleton, Robinson, Conover, McAllister, and Miller. Nays – None. Motion carried.
Commissioner McAllister let the council know the Charger Police vehicle was currently out of commission due to transmission failure. A used transmission has been located and ordered to repair the issue. He also gave the council a brief update on the police departments statistics for the month.

Parks & Rec: Commissioner Miller stated the trees at Beeson Park have been removed. He has also created a list of things for Public Works Director Bigler to take care of prior to winter. He let the council know that work on the EKCO bridge is suppose to commence on Wednesday, November 16th.
