City Council Proceedings

January 13, 2020
The Janesville City Council met in regular session on Monday, January 13, 2020 in the Council Chambers of City Hall at approximately 6:00 p.m. with Mayor Beenblossom in the Chair and Council Members Worrell, Stapleton, Bettis and McAllister present. Motion by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member Worrell to approve, as presented, the following Consent Agenda items:  December 9, 2019 City Council Proceedings and the December 31, 2019 Budget & Treasurer Reports.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – McAllister, Bettis, Stapleton, and Worrell.  Nays – None.  Absent – Robinson.  Motion carried.

Public Works Director Wrage, Police Chief Samec, and City Clerk Murley presented their monthly oral/written reports to the Council.
The Mayor announced that this was the time and place for the public hearing and meeting on the matter of the authorization of a Loan and Disbursement Agreement by and between the City and the Iowa Finance Authority, and the issuance to the Iowa Finance Authority of not to exceed $125,000 Sewer Revenue Capital Loan Notes to evidence the obligations of the City under said Loan and Disbursement Agreement, in order to provide funds to pay costs of acquisition, construction, reconstruction, extending, remodeling, improving, repairing and equipping all or part of the Municipal Sewer System, and that notice of the proposed action by the City Council to institute proceedings for the authorization of the Loan and Disbursement Agreement and the issuance of the Notes had been published pursuant to the provisions of Sections 384.24A and 384.83 of the Code of Iowa, as amended.
The Mayor then asked the Clerk whether any written objections had been filed by any City resident or property owner to the proposal.  The Clerk advised the Mayor and the Council that 0 written objections had been filed.  The Mayor then called for oral objections to the proposal and 0 were made. RESOLUTION INSTITUTING PROCEEDINGS TO TAKE ADDITIONAL ACTION FOR THE AUTHORIZATION OF A LOAN AND DISBURSEMENTS AGREEMENT AND THE ISSUANCE OF NOT TO EXCEED $125,000 SEWER CAPITAL LOAN NOTES

WHEREAS, pursuant to notice published as required by law, this City Council has held a public meeting and hearing upon the proposal to institute proceedings for the authorization of a Loan and Disbursement Agreement by and between the City and the Iowa Finance Authority, and the issuance to the Iowa Finance Authority of not to exceed $125,000 Sewer Revenue Capital Loan Notes to evidence the obligations of the City under said Loan and Disbursement Agreement, for the purpose of paying costs of acquisition, construction, reconstruction, extending remodeling, improving, repairing and equipping all or part of the Municipal Sewer System, and has considered the extent of objections received from residents or property owners as to said proposal, and accordingly the following action is now considered to be in the best interests of the City and residents thereof:
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF JANESVILLE, IOWA:

Section 1.  That this City Council does hereby institute proceedings and takes additional action for the authorization of a Loan and Disbursement Agreement by and between the City and the Iowa Finance Authority and the issuance to the Iowa Finance Authority in the manner required by law of not to exceed $125,000 Sewer Revenue Capital Loan Notes for the foregoing purpose.

Section 2:  That the Clerk, with the assistance of bond counsel, is hereby authorized and directed to proceed with the preparation of such documents and proceedings as shall be necessary to authorize the City’s participation in the SRF Loan Program, to select a suitable date for final City Council authorization of the required Loan and Disbursement Agreement and issuance of the Note to evidence the City’s obligations thereunder, and to take such other actions as the Clerk shall deem necessary to permit the completion of a loan on a basis favorable to the City and acceptable to this Council.

Motion by Council Member McAllister and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to table, until the 6:00 p.m., January 28, 2020 Special City Council Meeting, RESOLUTION #1673 - A RESOLUTION APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING A FORM OF INTERIM LOAN AND DISBURSEMENT AGREEMENT BY AND BETWEEN THE CITY OF JANESVILLE AND THE IOWA FINANCE AUTHORITY, AND AUTHORIZING AND PROVIDING FOR THE ISSUANCE AND SECURING THE PAYMENT OF $125,000 SEWER REVENUE CAPITAL LOAN NOTES ANTICIPATION PROJECT NOTE, SERIES 2020, OF THE CITY OF JANESVILLE, IOWA, UNDER THE PROVISIONS OF THE CODE OF IOWA, AND PROVIDING FOR A METHOD OF PAYMENT OF SAID NOTE. Motion by Council Member Bettis and seconded by Council Member Worrell to approve Collan Traver’s request, as presented, to use the city’s ballfield facilities this Spring/Summer for a Janesville 9U baseball team pending the submission of insurance waivers and a certificate of insurance which lists the city as an additional insured.  Motion carried.
Motion by Council Member Bettis and seconded by Council Member Stapleton approving to form a Voluntary Park Committee with a minimum of five (5) members to serve as an advisory board for improvements to our park facilities and summer recreation programs.  Motion carried.
Motion by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member McAllister to approve One Solution’s $1,505 proposal for replacement of the City Clerk’s computer, necessary software, and two 
monitor upgrades.  Motion carried.
Motion by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member Worrell approving to move forward with LTD Broadband’s proposal to provide wireless internet services to all city-owned buildings in exchange for permission to place an antenna on the city’s watertower.  A proposed agreement will be forthcoming.  Motion carried.
Chris Pletz of One Solution presented his proposal for a security camera system at city hall and answered various questions from the Council.  This system can be expanded to other city buildings at additional costs.
Motion by Council Member McAllister and seconded by Council Member Worrell to approve One Solution’s proposal for a city hall security camera system at a cost of $3,435.  Motion carried.
Motion by Council Member Worrell and seconded by Council Member Stapleton approving to proceed with installing the necessary hardware to better secure the interior city hall door so as to allow 24/7 access to the community pantry once the security cameras are installed and in operation.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member McAllister and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to approve, as presented, an Employment Reimbursement Agreement with Dave Flood with regard to CDL Training.  Motion carried.
Motion by Council Member McAllister and seconded by Council Member Worrell approving to reimburse Dave Flood the $495 he paid to NIACC for his CDL Prep Class.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Worrell and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to approve the destruction and/or disposal of the City’s obsolete equipment and materials that were stored at the Waste Water Treatment Plant.  Motion carried.
Motion by Council Member Worrell and seconded by Council Member McAllister to approve the purchase of an Erskine 90” snowblower (includes truck loading spout, hydraulic deflector and the installation onto the City’s 5093E Tractor) from P & K Midwest for a total cost of $8,886.  Motion carried.
Council Member Bettis mentioned that the City should sell the extra sander this winter so as to draw more interest and a higher bid than waiting until spring.  The sale of city property will be placed on the agenda for the special meeting for council consideration.

The City Attorney and Mayor presented their monthly oral reports to the Council.
Mayor Beenblossom has scheduled a Special City Council Meeting for 6:00 p.m. on Tuesday, January 28, 2020 and on the fourth Tuesday of each month thereafter, as may be necessary.
