Motion by Stapleton and seconded by Conover to approve the following Consent Agenda items as presented: September 14, 2021 Regular City Council Proceedings, September 28, 2021 Special City Council Proceedings, September Budget and Treasurer’s Reports, and the Janesville Tap and Janesville Event Center Liquor License Renewal Applications. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Stapleton, Robinson, Conover, and McAllister. Nays – None. Absent – Miller. Motion carried.
Jingle in Janesville: Commissioner Stapleton updated the council on the upcoming Jingle in Janesville. This event will be sponsored by the Janesville Public Library and will take place on Wednesday, December 1st from 5:00 – 8:00 p.m. There is a $15 registration fee for vendor participants and a list will be generated and updated regularly of all vendors participating. The next meeting for the planning of this event will take place on Wednesday, November 3rd at 5:30 p.m. at the 319 Main Street building.
Mayor Beenblossom stated that City Clerk Kurtz had received an offer to buy letter from the Iowa DOT for a parcel located on the North side of Kwik Star along the highway. The asking price for this parcel was $45,000 and was purchased by Kwik Trip Inc prior to the City being able to discuss, as normal protocol is the offer to buy option is presented to surrounding property owners first and the City second. Mayor Beenblossom just wanted the council to be aware of the letter and that the land had been purchased.
General: Commissioner Stapleton let the council know that she had finished up the Hazard Mitigation documentation and submitted it to Nick Fratzke of INRCOG. Participation in the Bremer County Multijurisdictional Hazard Mitigation Plan 2022 is a requirement for eligibility of State and Federal funds in the event of an emergency declaration and can be a consideration for grant funding. Commissioner Stapleton also gave a brief update for the library stating that it will be hosting a fall festival on Sunday, October 17th from 12:00 p.m. to 3:00 p.m. The festival will include a variety of family friendly activities. She also stated that the interview process for a new library assistant will possibly start Friday.

City Clerk’s Report: Motion by Conover and seconded by Robinson approving the 2021 Street Finance Report completed and submitted to the IDOT by Clerk Kurtz. Motion carried.

Motion by Conover and seconded by McAllister approving the subaward agreement between the Iowa Department of Homeland Security and Emergency Management and the City of Janesville for the project titeled: Janesville Warning Siren Project. The total subaward is $24,622.40. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – McAllister, Conover, Robinson, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Absent – Miller. Motion carried.
Motion by McAllister and seconded by Stapleton approving City Clerk Kurtz to attend the IMFOA 2021 Fall Conference 10/21/21 – 10/22/21 with a registration fee of $125 along with appropriate costs for wages, mileage, meals, and lodging. Motion carried.

Motion by Stapleton and seconded by Conover approving City Clerk Kurtz to attend a Budget Training Workshop 11/16/21 at Prairies Lakes Golf Course with a registration fee of $50 along with appropriate costs for wages and mileage. Motion carried.
Motion by McAllister and seconded by Stapleton accepting Beth Ann Miller’s resignation from the Library Assistant position. The council would like to thank Beth Ann for her 31 years of dedication and hard work to the library and hopes she enjoys full retirement. Motion carried.

Motion by McAllister and seconded by Conover approving Ordinance #355 – AN ORDINANCE PROVIDING THAT GENERAL PROPERTY TAXES LEVIED AND COLLECTED EACH YEAR ON ALL PROPERTY LOCATED WITHIN THE HARDWOOD ESTATES PHASE 2 URBAN RENEWAL AREA, IN CITY OF JANESVILLE, COUNTY OF BREMER STATE OF IOWA, BY AND FOR THE BENEFIT OF THE STATE OF IOWA, CITY OF JANESVILLE, COUNTY OF BREMER, JANESVILLE COMMUNITY SCHOOL DISTRICT, AND OTHER TAXING DISTRICTS, BE PAID TO A SPECIAL FUND FOR PAYMENT OF PRINCIPAL AND INTEREST ON LOANS, MONIES ADVANCED TO AND INDEBTEDNESS, INCLUDING BONDS ISSUED OR TO BE ISSUED, INCURRED BY THE CITY IN CONNECTION WITH THE HARDWOOD ESTATES PHASE 2 URBAN RENEWAL AREA (THE HARDWOOD ESTATES PHASE 2 URBAN RENEWAL PLAN) on its second reading. Streets/Stormwater: Commissioner Conover questioned timing for getting sand and salt for the winter months stating it could possibly be hard to get due to the supply chain shortages. Mayor Beenblossom stated there are some trees that need trimmed along the street line. Also, starting beginning of November the plows will be prepped for the winter months.
Safety: Motion by McAllister and seconded by Conover approving the increase of $401 from the original approved quote for the complete installation of equipment to the Chevy Tahoe police vehicle bringing the total for installation to $23,458. A full bumper wrap and emergency running board lights were added to the installation, while a gun lock and organizer were removed from the equipment list. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – McAllister, Conover, Robinson, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Absent – Miller. Motion carried.
Motion by McAllister and seconded by Conover approving the purchase of a scanner at a cost of $399 to be placed at the residence of Officer Jared Coyle. The scanner will be the property of the city and will be returned to the city upon separation of employment. Motion carried.

Commissioner McAllister updated the council that Officer Coyle will graduate from the Iowa Law Enforcement Academy on October 22, 2021. Following Officer Coyle’s graduation, the city will have two full time officers on duty.
Water/Wastewater/Refuse: Motion by Robinson and seconded by McAllister to approve a three-year Contract for Refuse Collection and Disposal and a separate three-year contract for Recycling Collection and Disposal with Black Hawk Waste Disposal, effective January 1, 2022 – December 31, 2024, as was presented.  Roll Call Vote: Ayes – McAllister, Conover, Robinson, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Absent - Miller. Motion carried.

Motion by McAllister and seconded by Robinson approving Public Works Director Wrage to attend the 2021 IAWEA Annual Conference on 10/27/21 at the Delaware County Pavilion in Manchester, IA with a registration fee of $35 along with appropriate costs for wages and meals. Motion carried.
Commissioner Robinson let the council know that Boomerang Corporation has again pushed their mobilization date back to the beginning of November. Mayor Beenblossom stated that Commissioner Robinson, City Clerk Kurtz, and himself will be meeting with Maggie Burger of Speer Financial Thursday, October 14th, to discuss the rate study for city billed utilities, water, sewer, and refuse and possible increases necessary.

Parks/Rec: In the absence of Commissioner Miller, Mayor Beenblossom updated the council that he is hoping the sod around the retaining wall at the Lions Shelter will be placed this week. Port-a-pots will be removed from the parks beginning of November.
MAYOR’S REPORT: Mayor Beenblossom updated the council on several items. The approved contractor for the renovations to City Hall will hopefully be starting this week. They are having issues getting the steel siding. Mayor Beenblossom has also spoken with aerial services on the possibility of a new aerial map of the city. Also, he and Commissioner Stapleton are looking into the option of a new telescoping flag pole for outside of city hall. The current flag pole is in rough shape and poses safety risks for city personnel when issues arise.
Motion by McAllister and seconded by Robinson to adjourn. Motion carried. Meeting adjourned at 6:40 p.m.
