Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Stapleton, Robinson, Conover, McAllister, and Miller. Nays – None. Motion carried.
Gavin Steege of GSH Ventures entered the meeting at 6:06 p.m.

At approximately 6:06 p.m. Mayor Beenblossom opened the public hearing to consider GSH Ventures, Hardwood Estates 2nd Addition Final Plat proposal for comments from interested taxpayers and citizens. There being no comments for or against the preliminary plat, Mayor Beenblossom declared the public hearing closed at 6:07 p.m. and turned the matter over to the council for their review and consideration.

Resolved by Miller and seconded by McAllister to approve Resolution #1739-21 – A RESOLUTION APPROVING THE FINAL PLAT OF HARDWOOD ESTATES BY THE CITY OF JANESVILLE, BREMER COUNTY, IOWA. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, McAllister, Conover, Robinson, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Resolution approved and adopted this 14th day of June 2021.

Motion by McAllister and seconded by Miller approving the TIF request from GSH Ventures for Hardwood Estates Phase 2 in the amount of $110,000 in the form of rebates. Maggie Burger of Speer Financial has reviewed the request and has stated that the request is in line with the costs of infrastructure and that the developer has exceeded expectations in Hardwood Estates Phase 1. Maggie Burger and City Clerk Kurtz will work together to complete the paperwork and have it ready for council at a future meeting. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, McAllister, Conover, Robinson, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Motion carried.
Gavin Steege exited the meeting at 6:15 p.m.

Motion by Miller and seconded by Stapleton approving Jessica Hanna to hookup her food truck “Streetside Eats” on the northeast corner of the Main Street and 3rd Street intersection. The truck will be temporarily located here on Mondays, Wednesdays, and Fridays. Miss Hanna will be responsible for any fees/charges associated with activation and electrical usage on this meter until she is able to move to her next location. Motion carried.
The Council discussed the class C liquor license application from Bev the Barbarian and took no action at this time.

Ben Wilkens entered the meeting at 6:25 p.m.

General: Commissioner Stapleton relayed to the council that she does not have an update from the Ragbrai/Janesville Days Committee, as their meeting had been moved and would be taking place at a later date than the council meeting. Mayor Beenblossom let the council know that he had spoken with some members of the Ragbrai event committee and they are expecting a possible 16,000 bikers to pass through Janesville throughout the day on July 28, 2021.
Ben Wilkens left the meeting at 6:40 p.m.

Motion by McAllister and seconded by Stapleton approving the current tenants of 319 Main Street to remain in the building after the closing on the property on June 21, 2021 until midnight, July 5, 2021. The tenants must provide proof of insurance and sign a liability waiver releasing the City of Janesville of any liability while remaining in the building. City personnel will also be doing a walkthrough prior to closing. Ayes – Four. Nays – One. Motion carried.

Motion by McAllister and seconded by Stapleton approving a bid from Elsamiller Electric at a cost of $22,000 and not to exceed $24,500 with gas hookup for a new city hall generator. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, McAllister, Conover, Robinson, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Motion carried.
Commissioner Stapleton also stated that the City of Janesville will be receiving a grant in the amount of $5000 from the Bremer County Community Foundation to put toward the new generator.

Motion by Stapleton and seconded by McAllister to have the community pantry removed from the city hall entry way by July 15, 2021. Motion carried.

Resolved by Stapleton and seconded by Miller approving RESOLUTION 1740-21 – A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE CITY CLERK TO TRANSFER FUNDS FOR FISCAL YEAR ENDING JUNE 30, 2021. Motion by Miller and seconded by Stapleton to approve the wage increases previously approved for all City employees to be affective at the start of the first payroll that will be paid in July 2021. This payroll will start June 19, 2021 and will end July 2, 2021. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, McAllister, Conover, Robinson, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Motion carried.
Streets/Stormwater: Commissioner Conover reported he is currently looking into a scraper for the skid loader.
Safety: Safety Commissioner McAllister gave the council an update on the police department. He shared that Officer Cross has been called out on a frequent basis this last month and the office renovation is coming along and is almost complete
Commissioner McAllister also updated the council on where the hiring committee is at in regard to hiring a second officer. He stated they have received nine applications and that testing for the five applicants that need to complete testing will take place at 9:00 a.m. Saturday, June 19, 2021.
Motion by McAllister and seconded by Miller to approve a bid from Nagle Signs for the striping of the new police Tahoe at a cost of $1138.54. Motion carried.

The Council discussed the possible need for extra police safety during Ragbrai and the Janesville Days celebration. Commissioner McAllister would like to review needs with Officer Cross and also review an hourly wage for extra officers before any decisions are made at this time.

Water,Wastewater,Refuse: Motion by Robinson and seconded by Miller to approve the Construction Contract and Bond from Boomerang Corporation for the Janesville WWTF Improvements 2021 City of Janesville, IA with an effective date of June 14, 2021 for the amount of $1,037,360. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, McAllister, Conover, Robinson, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Motion carried.
Parks and Rec: Commissioner Miller updated the council on his conversation with Mark Durbahn of AECOM. He has spoken with Mr. Durbahn on completing the necessary fixes for the EKCO Pedestrian bridge after several years of failed attempts. Commissioner Miller informed the council that Mr. Durbahn admitted that they have not taken the appropriate steps to properly fix the bridge due to the cost of approximately $10,000 per side, that will be solely their responsibility. He also stated that AECOM is currently looking into the possibility of sharing the cost with another company they worked with while attempting to fix the settling of the pedestrian bridge. Mr. Durbahn is to have all information to Commissioner Miller by June 16th, 2021 as Commissioner Miller let him know the City would like this to be fixed this year.
Motion by Miller and seconded by Conover to approve Mike Zwanziger and Weylon Heiser to drag the city ball diamond with their personal equipment at no cost to the city when city personnel are unavailable, and upon signing a waiver releasing the City of Janesville from any liability. Motion carried.
Motion by Miller and seconded by Conover approving McGuire Landscaping’s bid for the Lion’s Club Shelter patio and retaining wall work for a cost of $7096 plus ground cover. Total project not to exceed $10,000. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, McAllister, Conover, Robinson, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Motion carried.

Commissioner Miller is working with a local girl scout troop and city personnel on placing a Little Free Library at the Barrick Road City Park. The Girl Scout Troop will build and install at no cost to the city after the best location is identified.
MAYOR’S REPORT: The Mayor stated he has received several complaints about cars speeding on Pine Street. He has looked into the idea of speed bumps and what they would cost. He wants the council to be aware of the issue and to think of ideas to help resolve the situation. Mayor Beenblossom has also spoken with Stokes Welding about a way to post the new radar sign that will make it portable without spending upwards of $2500 for a trailer. Also, he would like to hold a special council meeting on Tuesday, June 29 rather than Tuesday, June 22, as it is only one week apart from this meeting.
Motion by Miller and seconded by Conover to adjourn. Motion carried. Meeting adjourned at 7:30 p.m.
