Special City Council Proceedings

September 22, 2020
The Janesville City Council met in special session on Tuesday, September 22, 2020 in the Council Chambers of City Hall at approximately 6:00 p.m. with Mayor Beenblossom in the Chair and Council Members McAllister, Miller, Stapleton, and Worrell present. Absent was Council Member Robinson. Also present were Joe Elsinger, P.E., Abby Mouw, P.E. from MSA Professional Services.

Motion by Council Member Miller and seconded by Council Member McAllister approving to adopt the agenda as presented. Motion carried.

7th Street Bridge Update:  Mr. Elsinger informed the Council they are currently completing the environmental review requirements. Surveyors will also be on sight next week, but no road closures will be necessary. Mr. Elsinger stated he would notify Public Works Director Wrage when the surveyors would be in town.
7th Street East Lift Station Project:   Abby Mouw, of MSA gave a brief update on the progress of the Lift Station. Regrading and reseeding had been done last week at the lift station and also at 4th and Chestnut. She stated that she was going to ask Boomerang to come back and cleanup the reseeding at 4th and Chestnut, as it had not been done to a high enough standard. Boomerang will have pay application three ready for the October regular City Council meeting. Ms. Mouw also informed the council that the alarm chip, which signals when there is an issue at the lift station, needed to be decided on at tonight’s meeting in order to proceed with the completion of the lift station.  
Motion by McAllister and seconded by Stapleton to approve the alarm chip that was specified in the original design. Ms. Mouw gave the council two options for the alarm chip, one being through AT&T with a monthly bill, and the other being through the manufacturer of the chip that would also have a monthly bill and possibly other fees.  Ms. Mouw recommended going with the AT&T chip, which was in the original specifications. Roll Call Vote: Ayes - McAllister, Miller, Stapleton, and Worrell. Nays – None. Absent – Robinson. Motion carried. 

Motion by McAllister and seconded by Miller to authorize Abby Mouw, of MSA Professional Services, to submit the Wastewater and Drinking Water Treatment Financial Assistance Program Application, which was prepared by MSA, on behalf of the City. This is a new grant opportunity and neither Abby, nor Joe were sure on the possibility of receiving any funding from this source. Motion carried.
Mr. Elsinger and Ms. Mouw left the meeting at 6:25 p.m.

Resolved by Stapleton and seconded by Worrell to approve RESOLUTION #1705-20 – A RESOLUTION APPROVING THE 2019/20 FISCAL YEAR STREET FINANCE REPORT AS PRESENTED BY THE CITY CLERK.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – Miller, McAllister, Stapleton, and Worrell.  Nays – None. Absent – Robinson.  Resolution approved and adopted this 22nd day of September 2020.

Motion by McAllister and seconded by Worrell to approve the Janesville Tap’s liquor license renewal including the addition of a permanent outdoor patio and fence. Motion carried.
