Also approved as part of the consent agenda were the Fire Department and First Responder rosters along with the library board. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, Conover, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Motion by Miller and seconded by Stapleton approving the RC Systems bid for the new warning siren with a cost of $24,000 that will be placed on the 7th Street East Lift Station. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, Conover, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Absent – McAllister and Robinson. Motion carried.
Motion by Miller and seconded by Conover approving the payment to the ACCEL Group, the City’s agent of record for insurance, for the original invoice of $37,262 plus an additional $1496 for the increased replacement values for city owned buildings. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, Conover, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Absent – McAllister and Robinson. Motion carried.
General: Commissioner Stapleton updated the council that the doors to the fire station had been fixed and that the library had received a McElroy grant for $50,000 and a Northeast Iowa Community Foundation grant for $10,000. Both grants were obtained for the renovations of the new library space at 319 Main Street.
Motion by Conover and seconded by Stapleton approving the Right of Way Services agreement between the city and A&R Land Services, Inc. for the 7th Street Bridge Replacement Project land acquisition at a cost of $14,560. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, Conover, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Absent – McAllister and Robinson. Motion carried.
Streets/Stormwater: Commissioner Conover reported after recent repairs to the 2005 Ford F-350 it was recommended the city replace the vehicle in the near future. 
Motion by Miller and seconded by Conover approving the registration fee of $500 total plus cost for meals for Chief Cross and Officer Coyle to attend the Interdiction Mastermind Class in Sioux City on April 8th, 2022. Motion carried.
Safety: Commissioner McAllister was absent from the meeting. Mayor Beenblossom reviewed Chief Cross’ monthly report with the council.
Water/Wastewater/Refuse: Commissioner Robinson was absent from the meeting. No report.
Parks/Rec: Commissioner Miller stated that they have purchased a new kerosene can.
