The Janesville City Council met in special session on Tuesday November 23, 2021 in the Council Chambers of City Hall at approximately 6:00 p.m. with Mayor Beenblossom in the Chair and Council Members Miller, McAllister, Conover, Robinson and Stapleton present. Also present was City Clerk Christa Kurtz.
Motion by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member Robinson approving to adopt the agenda as presented. Motion carried.
Motion by Conover and seconded by McAllister to approve the hiring of Quinn Bigler as a full-time public works assistant at $20.04 per hour, effective November 23, 2021 and an actual start date of December 13, 2021. Motion carried.
