At approximately 6:00 p.m., Mayor Beenblossom opened the Public Hearing on the proposed Fiscal Year 2019/20 Amended Budget for comments from interested taxpayers and citizens.  There being no comments, Mayor Beenblossom declared the hearing closed and turned the matter over to the Council for their review and consideration.

The City Clerk reported there would be no increase in tax levies to be paid in the current fiscal year.  Any increases in expenditures will be met from the increased non-property tax revenues and cash balances/reserves not budgeted or considered in the current budget.
Resolved by Council Member Miller and seconded by Council Member Robinson to approve RESOLUTION #1694 – A RESOLUTION AMENDING THE CURRENT BUDGET FOR FISCAL YEAR ENDING JUNE 30, 2020.  BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Janesville, Iowa:  Following notice published May 14, 2020 and the Public Hearing held May 28, 2020 the current budget is amended as set out herein and in the detail by fund type and activity that supports this resolution which was considered at that hearing:  Public Safety-$363,809, Public Works-$276,782, Culture and Recreation-$499,419, Community and Economic Development-$9,156, General Government-$178,429, Debt Service-$80,260, Capital Projects-$95,422, Business Type/Enterprises-$611,418 and Transfers Out-$252,196 = $2,366,891 Total Expenditures/Transfers Out.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – Worrell, Robinson, Miller, and McAllister.  Nays – None.  Absent – Stapleton.  Resolution approved and adopted this 28th day of May 2020.

Several questions arose during Mr. Elsinger’s discussion with the Council regarding the Sands 3rd Addition Preliminary Plat and their requested Driveway Permit Application.  The Preliminary Plat for Sands 3rd Addition was approved by the City in June 2017.  The approval of a preliminary plat by the City Council is valid for a period of two (2) years from the date of such approval, except upon application for and approval of an extension of such period of validity, by the City Council.  Since no extension was requested prior to June 2019, the preliminary plat of Sands 3rd Addition must be resubmitted with modifications based on the city’s current ordinances.  Mayor Beenblossom and Mr. Elsinger will prepare a letter to Mr. Sands and VJ Engineering addressing these matters.

Motion by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Miller to approve, as presented, the Agreement with MSA to Review Preliminary Plat and Construction Documents with regard to Sands 3rd Addition at an approximate fee of $12,000.  Roll Call Vote:  McAllister, Miller, Robinson, and Worrell.  Nays – None.  Absent – Stapleton.  Motion carried.
Motion by Council Member McAllister and seconded by Council Member Miller to approve the CBBT Properties Driveway Permit Application on Barrick Road, East of Highway 218, as presented, pending approval for same by the Iowa DOT and Bremer County.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Worrell approving to proceed with the following preferred 7th Street Bridge Design Plan:  30’ clear roadway width, 5’ sidewalk (39’0” total deck width) at an approximate cost of $5,500,000.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – Worrell, Robinson, Miller, and McAllister.  Nays – None.  Absent – Stapleton.  Motion carried.

The City has been approved for approximately $3,500,000 in various grant funds for the construction of a new 7th Street Bridge.  Mr. Elsinger suggested that the city’s Financial Advisor, Maggie Burger, be contacted and asked to provide a financial spreadsheet including the city’s bonding debt capacity, grant funds secured, reserve funds available, etc. for this project.

Motion by Council Member Worrell and seconded by Council Member Miller to approve, as presented, the Agreement with WHKS & Co. for performing 7th Street Bridge inspection services.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – McAllister, Miller, Robinson, and Worrell.  Nays – None.  Absent – Stapleton.  Motion carried.
Mr. Elsinger gave brief updates on the status of the 7th Street Lift Station Construction Project and Wastewater Treatment Facilities Improvement Design Project.  No action was taken by the Council.
Council Member Worrell reported that he and Public Works Director, Becky Wrage will look at the trees within city right-of-way, that abutting property owners have requested for removal, to determine if the removal is necessary.

The Council reviewed the following three proposals for the purchase of a skid steer loader:  $58,271 – John Deere 332G from P & K Midwest, $54,812 – Case SV340B 2020 Model from Titan Machinery and $50,000 – 2019 Manitou 3300V-CAHJ High Flow from Star Equipment Ltd.
Motion by Council Member Miller and seconded by Council member McAllister to approve the purchase of the 2019 Manitou 3300V-CAHJ High Flow Skid Steer Loader from Star Equipment Ltd. at a cost of $50,000.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – Worrell, Robinson, Bettis, and McAllister.  Nays – None.  Absent – Stapleton.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member McAllister and seconded by Council Member Robinson to approve Janesville Riviera-Roose Community Center’s Class C Liquor License Renewal, including Outdoor Service and Sunday Sales, as presented.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member McAllister and seconded by Council Member Worrell to approve RESOLUTION #1695 – A RESOLUTION APPROVING TO PROVIDE AND MAKE AVAILABLE UP TO $3,517.50 OF LOCAL MONIES TO BE USED TO MEET THE MINIMUM 15% MATCH REQUIREMENT FOR OUR “OUTDOOR WARNING SIREN” MITIGATION GRANT APPLICATION.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – McAllister, Miller, Robinson, and Worrell.  Nays – None.  Absent – Stapleton.  Resolution approved and adopted this 28th day of May 2020.

The Council reviewed the bid proposals that were submitted for various Park and Maintenance Improvements.

Motion by Council Member Miller and seconded by Council Member Robinson to accept and approve Chad Heim Excavating’s bid of $4,159 (includes leveling surrounding dirt for drainage plus $250 per load of black dirt if any is needed) for the removal of the concrete at the old basketball court.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Miller and seconded by Council Member McAllister to accept and approve Kite Construction Ltd.’s bid totaling $8,651 for the following park and maintenance improvements:  $5,228 – to concrete sand volleyball court (using crushed rock for fill and 4’ concrete w/rebar), $866 – for a 11’ x 15’ concrete slab for storing of dumpster, $1,084 – for a 4’ x 51’ – 5” deep concrete apron in front of building, and $1,473 – to remove old concrete slab under the covered concession area and replace it with a new 9’10” x 31’6” concrete slab.  Motion carried.
