Motion by Council Member Hanson and seconded by Council Member Worrell to approve, as presented, the following Consent Agenda items:  October 28, 2019 City Council Proceedings, October 31, 2019 Budget & Treasurer Reports, and payment of the registration fees and appropriate costs for wages and mileage for those employees, Mayor, Mayor Elect, Council Members and Council Member Elect interested in attending the following workshops:  Iowa DNR’s “Annual Sponsored Project Workshop” on 11/20/19 in Ankeny, Iowa League of Cities “2019 Budget Workshop” on 12/3/19 in Cedar Falls, and the Iowa League of Cities “Municipal Leadership Academy” Parts One – Four at various locations in Iowa.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – Worrell, Stapleton, Bettis and Hanson.  Nays – None.  Absent – Robinson.  Motion carried.

Public Works Director Wrage, Police Chief Samec, and City Clerk Murley presented their monthly oral reports to the Council.

Student members of Janesville’s 5th & 6th Grade Lego League had the task of identifying a problem with a building or public space in our community based on this season’s theme of “City Shaper” and creating an innovative solution and design to solve the problem.  They identified the lack of handicap accessibility with the current zip line at the City Park.  The students proposed to solve the problem by installing two seats, facing each other, to a zip line.  The students presented a miniature model and a poster as visuals for their proposed project.  Mayor Carroll thanked the students for their impressive presentation and well thought out idea to improve the handicap accessibility at the City Park.  The Mayor and Council expressed their desire to see this project pursued and stated that there may be grants available to partially and/or fully fund this innovative project.

Motion by Council Member Worrell and seconded by Council Member Stapleton approving to suspend the city’s interest in pursuing insurance coverage for the EKCO Bridge as the policy excludes flood and/or footing damage.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Worrell and seconded by Council Member Bettis approving to table the consideration of One Solution’s revised Security Camera System Proposal until April 2020.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Bettis and seconded by Council Member Hanson approving to table the installation of a telephone line and service at the 912 Main Street Lift Station for additional information.  Motion carried.
Motion by Council Member Worrell and seconded by Council Member Bettis denying Black Hawk County Assessor’s Office request to combine the following parcels 9014-02-126-008, 009, 011 and 9014-02-201-018 based on the information provided and loss of property taxes.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Hanson and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to approve the implementation of a Community Betterment Fund (172) and the Chart of Accounts as presented.  Motion carried.

The installation of the Janesville Welcome Sign has been suspended until spring 2020.  Grants and fundraising efforts will be pursued to cover the costs over the $23,000 currently committed from city funds.  Mayor Carroll has asked for a copy of the grants that have been submitted for the project.

Motion by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member Hanson to approve the Fiscal Year 2018/2019 Annual Urban Renewal Report as presented and prepared by the City Clerk.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member Hanson to approve and authorize, as presented, the renewal of the city’s current employee health (no rate increase) and dental (3% rate change = $9.03 total monthly increase) insurance plan with Wellmark, effective January 1, 2020, along with the Notice of Renewal Rates Form and Confirmation of MSP Addendum Form.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – Hanson, Bettis, Stapleton, and Worrell.  Nays – None.  Absent – Robinson.  Motion carried.

The City Attorney and Mayor presented their monthly oral reports to the Council.

Motion by Council Member Hanson and seconded by Council Member Stapleton approving to adjourn.  Motion carried.  Meeting closed at 7:50 p.m.
