Motion by Miller and seconded by McAllister to approve the following Consent Agenda items: October 11, 2020 Regular City Council Proceedings, October 27, 2020 Special City Council Proceedings, October, 2020, Budget and Treasurer Reports. Roll Call Vote: Ayes-Miller, McAllister, Robinson and Worrell. Nays-None. Absent – Stapleton.  Motion carried.

General Commissioner Stapleton was absent from the meeting and no update was given.
City Clerk Kurtz informed the council she is currently working through the Annual Finance Report and Urban Renewal Report.

Motion by Miller and seconded by McAllister to approve RESOLUTION #1711-20: A RESOLUTION REQUESTING REIMBURSEMENT FROM THE IOWA COVID-19 GOVERNMENT RELIEF FUND FOR ANY/ALL ELIGIBLE EXPENDITURES INCURRED IN RESPONSE TO THE CURRENT COVID-19 PUBLIC HEALTH EMERGENCY. Roll Call Vote: Ayes - Miller, McAllister, Robinson and Worrell. Nays – None. Absent – Stapleton. Resolution approved and adopted this 9th day of November, 2020.

Streets/Stormwater Commissioner Worrell gave the council a brief update that there had been some rock scattered on 7th street and if the streetsweeper had not already been put away for the season he would have Street Maintenance Supervisor Flood clean the road.Motion by Worrell and seconded by Miller to build a shed, with a cost not to exceed $3500, located at the Barrick Rd City Park to house equipment and materials used by the public works department. Motion carried.

Safety Commissioner McAllister gave the council an overview of the Chief’s monthly report. Chief Samec placed new batteries in the severe weather siren. He also stated that Chief Samec has been receiving calls that despite the placement of the flashing pedestrian crosswalk system on Barrick Road, there are still several cars running the stop signs when the police cars are not present.
Motion by McAllister and seconded by Miller to approve suspending the rules by waiving the required three readings of Ordinance #348- AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE GENERAL TRAFFIC REGULATIONS OF CHAPTER 62, OF THE CITY CODE OF THE CITY OF JANESVILLE, IOWA, BY INCLUSION OF NEW SECTION 33A INCORPORATING SECTION 321.256 OF THE IOWA CODE REGARDING OBEDIENCE TO OFFICIAL TRAFFIC CONTROL DEVICES, WITHIN THE CITY OF JANESVILLE, IOWA. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, McAllister, Robinson, and Worrell. Nays – None. Absent – Stapleton. Motion carried.

Motion by McAllister and seconded by Miller approving Ordinance #348 – AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE GENERAL TRAFFIC REGULATIONS OF CHAPTER 62, OF THE CITY CODE OF THE CITY OF JANESVILLE, IOWA, BY INCLUSION OF NEW SECTION 33A INCORPORATING SECTION 321.256 OF THE IOWA CODE REGARDING OBEDIENCE TO OFFICIAL TRAFFIC CONTROL DEVICES, WITHIN THE CITY OF JANESVILLE, IOWA on its second through third and final reading. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Worrell, Robinson, McAllister, and Miller. Nays – None. Absent – Stapleton. Motion carried.
WSRR Commissioner stated that the final construction meeting between the City, MSA Professional Services and Boomerang Corporation was held on Friday, November 5th for the 7th St E Lift Station Project. Robinson also made the council aware of some concerns he had regarding the current garbage and recycling collection. It was suggested by the Mayor that a sit-down meeting be held with Rite Environmental and the WSRR Commissioner in order to discuss options to help resolve any issues that have occurred.
Park and Rec Commissioner Miller gave the council his monthly update.  He stated a boy scout troop leader had approached him about seeking some community service opportunities and that he was working on some ideas to have them do in the park. He also stated that Kay Industries has a concrete cornhole set that they would like to donate to the city. Commissioner Miller is deciding where in the park to place them so they do not have to be moved, as they are extremely heavy and would be labor intense to move on a frequent basis. He also let the council know that the Riviera Event Center would like to donate some of the round picnic table to the City to also be used at the parks in town. 
Motion by Miller and seconded by Worrell to accept Melodie Foelske’s bid of $500 for the slide from Beeson Park. Motion carried.
Motion by Miller and seconded by Worrell to accept Melodie Foelske’s bid of $300 for the monkey bars from Beeson Park. Motion carried.

Motion by Worrell and seconded by Miller to accept Melodie Foelske’s bid of $200 for the barrel roller from Beeson Park. Motion carried.

Motion by Miller and seconded by Robinson to accept Melodie Foelske’s bid of $100 for the grill from Beeson Park. Motion carried.

Motion by Miller and seconded by Robinson to accept John Mixdorf’s bid of $44 for 2 rims and $27 for the hoist. Motion carried.

Motion by Miller and seconded by McAllister to adjourn.  Motion carried.  Meeting adjourned at 6:58 p.m.
