Administrator Kurtz gave the council a brief update on a demo she completed with Edmunds Gov Tech for a possible software change to avoid the ongoing issues of gWorks Cloud-based software. The council would like Administrator Kurtz to explore multiple options for software possibilities.
Mayor Beenblossom let the council know that flooring installation is currently taking place in the city hall office and next will be the plumbing for the bathroom.

Commissioner Stapleton stated she is looking to purchase 15 flags to be used on the light poles throughout town and Commissioner Dix is looking into the hardware that will need to be installed for placement of the flags.

Administrator Kurtz let the council know that Public Works Director Bigler has been in contact with Kluesner Construction and they will be back to look at the area in front of the school and come up with a solution to ensure proper water drainage. The striping of Barrick Road will take place following the drainage resolution.

Water/Wastewater/Refuse: Commissioner Dix has received quotes and will be having Stanley Consultants review the options before further action is decided. He also let the council know a used water sampler was purchased from the City of Walker, IA at a cost of $1000.00. 
Parks and Rec: Commissioner Miller went over some of the items he would like to see done prior to next meeting including the removal of a tree at Dort’s landing, weed eating, and placement of the tether ball.
