City Council Proceedings

February 18, 2019
The Janesville City Council met in regular session on Monday, February 18, 2019 in the Council Chambers of City Hall at approximately 5:00 p.m. with Mayor Carroll in the Chair and Council Members Worrell, Stapleton, Robinson, and Bettis present.  Absent was Council Member Hanson.  Also present were City Attorney, Gary Boveia, City Clerk, Chris Murley, Police Chief, Randy Samec, Public Works Director, Becky Wrage, Joe Elsinger with MSA Professional Services, Jay Schares with PDCM Insurance, Mark Durbahn with AECOM, Tim West and Chris Renner with Janesville Fire Rescue, Guy Pariseau, and Brenda Schmidtke.

Motion by Council Member Bettis and seconded by Council Member Robinson approving to adopt the agenda as presented with a slight shift in the agenda items to accommodate Mr. Elsinger who has a another commitment for this evening and Fire Chief West and Firefighter Renner who have a fire meeting to attend.  Motion carried.

Joe Elsinger, MSA Professional Services, Inc.’s Project Engineer discussed the city’s proposed 7th Street Bridge Replacement Project (estimated cost of $3,800,000) and possible funding opportunities.
Council Member Hanson entered meeting at 5:10 p.m.

Mr. Elsinger will discuss additional funding options and an engineering services agreement regarding the 7th Street Bridge Replacement Project at a future meeting.

Motion by Council Member Hanson and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to approve MSA Professional Services, Inc.’s Engineering Services Agreement to Establish a City of Janesville Capital Improvement Plan at a not to exceed cost of $3,500.  Motion carried.

Mr. Elsinger and Public Works Director Wrage have identified potential stormwater projects.  Mr. Elsinger has provided costs estimates on the projects and Public Works Director Wrage is in the process of acquiring quotes from various contractors.

The Seventh Street Lift Station, Sewer and Water Extension & Improvement Project was briefly discussed.  Due to the extensive permit process and regulations required by the Canadian National Railroad an alternative project route is being considered.  The lift station force main could be routed north to Chestnut Street.  This is intended to avoid the railroad crossing entirely which would reduce design and construction costs even though it is a longer distance.  Railroad permitting may also add three months to the project schedule so this option could be done faster even with starting from scratch.  The water main could be extended from Sycamore Street as well.  This project could then be divided into two separate projects with the water project becoming eligible for State Revolving Funds and thus lower interest rates than general obligation bonds.

AECOM and MSA Professional Services, Inc. will present engineering agreements for the Council to review and consider at next month’s regular meeting scheduled for Tuesday, March 12, 2019.

Motion by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Worrell to approve, as required and/or permitted by law, the disposal and sale of Janesville Fire Rescue’s 1987 Quick Attack Chevy Custom Deluxe 30 firetruck.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Hanson and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to approve the Janesville Fire Rescue’s request to add a second iPad on the City’s Verizon Wireless Service and Support/Shared Data Plan at a monthly cost of $10 or less.  Motion carried.

This proposed budget reflects an estimated city tax levy of $9.83011 per $1,000 valuation, a 2.3% decrease of approximately $.23 per $1,000 valuation compared to FY2019.  The state residential rollback figure for FY2020 is 56.918% compared to the current 55.6209% for FY2019, an increase of approximately 2.3%.  Therefore, this city budget further represents a 0% annual residential property tax increase/decrease.  Be it noted, this is the city’s portion only of the total property tax levy.
