Motion by McAllister and seconded by Stapleton approving the effective date of February 1, 2023 for Resolution 1796-23: A RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE THE ALLOCATION OF REVENUE FROM LOCAL OPTIONS SALES AND SERVICE TAX IN THE CITY OF JANESVILLE, BREMER AND BLACK HAWK COUNTES, IOWA AS FOLLOWS: 27%-PROPERTY TAX RELIEF, 3%-COMMUNITY BETTERMENT, 10%-PARKS, RECREATION & TRAILS SYSTEM MAINTENANCE, EXPANSION AND IMPROVEMENTS, AND 60%-STREET AND BRIDGE MAINTENANCE, EXPANSION AND IMPROVEMENTS previously passed and adopted at the January 24, 2023 council meeting. Motion by Stapleton and seconded by McAllister approving Stokes Welding Minor Subdivision Application. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, McAllister, Conover, Robinson, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Motion carried.
General: Commissioner Stapleton let the council know that a walk through for bidders took place at 319 Main Street for the Library Construction Project. She also let the council know that bids will be opened by Martin Gardner Architecture at 227 Main Street on Wednesday, February 15, 2023 at 2:00 p.m. The library board will meet Monday, February 20, 2023 and the contract will be awarded at that time based on the lowest bid recommendation of the architect.
City Clerk Kurtz let the council know the budget is close to being finished, but is currently on hold due to a bill that alters residential rollback by removing properties previously known as multi-residential from the calculation of the residential rollback for assessment year 2022 (FY 2024). This reduces residential rollback by 1.84% from 56.49% to 54.65%, which will reduce the money received by the city for taxable valuations. 
Streets: Mayor Beenblossom let the council know that Street Maintenance Supervisor Flood will be verifying the information presented by Windstream for a permit to bore conduit for new service to 501 Maple St, but wanted council to be aware that would be taking place after approval from David Flood.
Commissioner Conover let the council know that he is currently getting more bids for concrete work and also a new power washer to be put at the waste water plant. He updated the council that SMS Flood will be working on the potholes.
Safety: Motion by McAllister and seconded by Miller approving the registration fee for Officer Luck to attend a three-day Criminal Interdiction Workshop in West Des Moines, Iowa hosted by Desert Snow Training at a cost of $649. Motion carried.
Commissioner McAllister gave the council a brief overview of Chief Cross’ monthly report of the police department’s activity.

Water/Wastewater/Refuse: Motion by Robinson and seconded by Miller approving change order #8 for the WWTIP 2021 consisting of a $6700 reduction in cost to leave the current erosion stone in-place and deposit the new erosion stone on top in order to not risk disturbing the existing clay liner. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Stapleton, Robinson, Conover, McAllister, and Miller. Nays – None. Motion carried.

Motion by Robinson and seconded by Miller approving the renewal agreement with 3E Electric for service on generators. Motion carried.
Motion by Robinson and seconded by Miller approving MSA Professional Services’ invoice in the amount of $13,633.75 for work completed at on the WWTIP 2021. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Stapleton, Robinson, Conover, McAllister, and Miller. Nays – None. Motion carried.

Motion by Robinson and seconded by Miller approving SRF draw request #8 in the amount of $13,633.75 for the WWTIP 2021. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Stapleton, Robinson, Conover, McAllister, and Miller. Nays – None. Motion carried.

Commissioner Robinson mentioned they are looking into different options for cameras to check sewer lines to see if there is anything that will work and is affordable for the city. He also stated they are getting quotes to redo the lighting at the WWTP.

Parks & Rec: Motion by McAllister and seconded by Miller approving to continue with the youth baseball and softball programs for grades 1st through 6th, but to discontinue the morning summer recreation program which takes place in the month of June during the mornings. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, McAllister, Conover, Robinson, and Stapleton. Motion carried.
Motion by Miller and seconded by Robinson approving to adjourn. Motion carried. Meeting adjourned at 7:03 p.m.
