City Council Proceedings

March 24, 2026
The Janesville City Council met in regular session on Tuesday, March 24, 2026, in the Council Chambers of City Hall at approximately 6:00 p.m. with Mayor Beenblossom in the chair and Council Members McAllister, Dix, Conover, Schmidtke, and Stapleton present. Also present was Amanda Fesenmeyer, Library Director Biersner, library board member Kathy Sundstedt, Officer Luck, Chief Cross, PWD Bigler, and City Administrator Kurtz. 
Motion by Council Member McAllister and seconded by Council Member Conover approving to adopt the agenda as presented. Motion carried.

Citizens Comments/Concerns: None
City Administrator: Administrator Kurtz informed the council that interviews are being scheduled and conducted for the deputy clerk position and the hiring committee will report when interviews have been completed.
Administrator Kurtz let the council know there is a correction to be made to the city contribution amount given to the fire department. Per the city code the city is to give the fire department 46.5 cents per $1000 of valuations, which is a total of $23,508.00 for fiscal year 2026. Administrator Kurtz was able to find this error during review of the code book for codification.

Sands 3rd Addition Development agreement has expired, and the amounts described in said agreement are due. 
Motion by McAllister and seconded by Dix approving the allocation of $85,302.00 to the Janesville Public Library for fiscal year 2027. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Stapleton, Dix, McAllister, Conover, and Schmidtke. Nays – None. Motion carried.

Library Director Biersner and Board Member Sundstedt exited the meeting at 6:08 p.m.
Motion by Stapleton and seconded by Dix approving to set the public hearing date for Monday, April 13, 2026, at 6:00 p.m. for the Fiscal Year 2027 Annual Budget. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Schmidtke, Conover, McAllister, Dix, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Motion carried.
City Administrator Kurtz gave the council a brief update that she has contacted a possible candidate for the city attorney position and will update them when an interview has been scheduled.
General: Motion by McAllister and seconded by Schmidtke approving Weeds on Fire’s quote for two applications of weed control treatments and fertilizer at the Riviera Event Center for a cost of $930.00. Motion carried.
Commissioner Stapleton stated she has been attending several library board meetings to discuss the fiscal year 2027 budget and will be attending an interview tomorrow for the deputy city clerk position.

Water/Wastewater/Refuse: Motion by Dix and seconded by McAllister approving Black Hawk Waste’s invoice for monthly garbage and recycling services in the amount of $6610.24. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Stapleton, Dix, McAllister, Conover, and Schmidtke. Nays – None. Motion carried.
Motion by McAllister and seconded by Dix approving to give Black Hawk Waste a termination notice effective June 1, 2026, pending attorney recommendation. Motion carried.
Commissioner Dix stated there is a hole at the intersection of Main Street and 3rd Street and there is a large void due to water flow in the culvert. PWD Bigler has had two contractors inspect the area and both have stated that it is emergent and needs to be repaired immediately due to safety concerns. PWD Bigler explained the hole is deep and is continuing to get worse. PWD Bigler received quotes from Denver Underground and JQ Construction. Administrator Kurtz said formal approval can be placed on the next agenda and that due to the emergent state of the hole that Commissioner Dix could authorize the repair immediately to the lower bid.

Commissioner Dix would like three locks to be ordered, and a lock placed on the curb stop to Sands 3rd Addition. These locks can also be used for future use around the city if necessary. Commissioner Dix also let the council know that he has reached out to the DNR to obtain the requirements and class times to get PWD Bigler wastewater certified.
Parks & Rec: Motion by McAllister and seconded by Schmidtke approving to advertise for the position of part time mower starting June 15, 2026, and ending August 14, 2026, for 20 hours per week with a maximum pay rate of $18.00/hr. Motion carried.
Motion by Schmidtke and seconded by Stapleton approving Weeds on Fire’s quote of $1080.00 for 3 applications of weed control and fertilizer for the Barrick Road City Park and ball diamond. Motion carried.
Commissioner Schmidtke gave a brief update on the registration numbers for the summer youth program. The program lacks 5th/6th grade registrations for both boys and girls but has several in the lower grades. Deputy Clerk Ver Steegt will put a post out to let the public know the city will be accepting registration until March 30th in hopes of getting more in the 5th/6th grade levels. Most coaching positions have been filled and will be brought to the council for official approval. 
Streets: Motion by Conover and seconded by Schmidtke approving Weeds on Fire’s quote for two applications of weed control treatments on both round abouts for a total cost of $160.00. Motion carried.
Motion by Conover and seconded by Schmidtke approving Stokes Welding invoice in the amount of $67.56. Motion carried.

Safety: Motion by McAllister and seconded by Conover approving Officer Luck and K-9 Indy’s attendance at the DLE International Tracking Seminar in Johnston, Iowa, August 17th – 21st at a cost of $650.00. Motion carried.
Motion by McAllister and seconded by Conover approving Officer Luck’s attendance at the Deceptive Behavior Detection Seminar at a cost of $299.00 in Reinbeck, IA, on July 27, 2026. Motion carried.

Motion by Stapleton and seconded by Dix approving to adjourn. Motion carried. Meeting adjourned at 6:40 p.m.
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
