Motion by Miller and seconded by McAllister to approve the following Consent Agenda items: December 14, 2020 Regular City Council Proceedings and December 31, 2020, Budget and Treasurer Reports. Roll Call Vote: Ayes - Miller, McAllister, Robinson, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Absent – Worrell. Motion carried.
General: General Commissioner Stapleton gave the council an update on her department. She has met with Mayor Beenblossom and Clerk Kurtz in regards to the upcoming budget and has put together a wish list for items she would like to see completed at City Hall. This list ranges from improvements on the building to upgrading equipment. Stapleton also let the council know that the grant cycle has opened for the Bremer County Foundation and is open through the end of March.
City Clerk Kurtz informed the council that she is working with Mayor Beenblossom on the budget and is learning each day. She let the council know that the annual exam with Keith Oltrogge is scheduled for March 3, 2020.

Motion by McAllister and seconded by Robinson to voluntarily extend Covid-19 sick leave through March 31, 2021.The sick leave covered in the CARES ACT is no longer federally mandated as of December 31, 2020 and is optional to the employer. Motion carried.
Motion by McAllister and seconded by Stapleton to suspend the rules and waive the three readings required for revised Ordinance #349. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Stapleton, Robinson, McAllister, and Miller. Nays – None. Absent – Worrell. Motion carried

Motion by McAllister and seconded by Stapleton approving revised Ordinance #349- AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CITY OF JANESVILLE, IOWA DEVELOPMENT ORDINANCE NO. 220 BY REPEALING SECTION 3.16 AND TERMS AND PROVISIONS OF ORDINANCE NO. 282 REGARDING FLOOD PLAIN MANAGEMENT AND ADOPTING A STANDALONE ORDINANCE on its first through third and final reading. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, McAllister, Robinson, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Absent – Worrell. Motion carried.

Motion by Miller and seconded by McAllister to approve the cost of $4035.63, which includes the closing cost plus the sum of $1 for the property, for the sale of the North Main St Property to Michael W. Paul. Role Call Vote: Ayes - Miller, McAllister, Robinson, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Absent – Worrell. Motion carried.

Motion by Miller and seconded by McAllister to direct the Mayor and City Clerk to Execute the Final Sale Documents for the North Main St Property to Michael W. Paul. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Stapleton, Robinson, McAllister, and Miller. Nays – None. Absent – Worrell. Motion carried.
Streets/Stormwater: Commissioner Worrell was absent from the meeting. No report.

Safety: Commissioner McAllister gave the council a brief update on his department. He let the council know that the police department went on 512 calls for service in the year 2020. This excluded calls for service in the month of August, as the information was not available. He also stated that he has done his budget “wish list” with Mayor Beenblossom, which is minimal and includes items for the protection of the officers and some new equipment.

Motion by Robinson and seconded by Stapleton approving Ordinance #350 – AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE PROVISIONS OF CHAPTER 75, SECTION 75.05(1), (7), AND (10) OF THE CITY CODE OF THE CITY OF JANESVILLE, IOWA, AS RELATED TO ALL TERRAIN VEHICLES AND SNOWMOBILES OPERATING WITHIN THE CITY OF JANESVILLE, IOWA, on its first reading. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – McAllister, Robinson, Stapleton, and Miller. Nays – None. Absent – Worrell. Motion carried.
Water,Wastewater,Refuse: Commissioner Robinson, Public Works Director Wrage and Mayor Beenblossom have discussed a “wish list” for the upcoming budget. He informed the council that a second attempt at start-up for the 7th St Lift Station had been completed. This attempt was smoother than the first attempt, but was missing the electrician. He stated the pumps had been pulled and that the propellers are to be rotated weekly throughout the winter.
Motion by McAllister and seconded by Robinson to approve as presented the Development agreement drafted by Joe Elsinger of MSA Professional Services. After review of development agreements used by other cities, it was decided by council this was the best option to protect both the City and the developer. The agreement is to be signed by both parties before the Sands 3rd Addition Preliminary Plat will be approved by the Janesville City Council. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – McAllister, Robinson, Stapleton, and Miller. Nays – None. Absent – Worrell. Motion carried.

Parks and Rec: Commissioner Miller stated to the council that he asked Public Works Director Wrage to look into some sanding equipment for the skid-loader to help with sanding such places as the walking bridge. He also let the council know that he has discussed his “wish list” with Mayor Beenblossom for the upcoming budget.

Motion by Miller and seconded by Stapleton to go forward with the summer rec and youth softball/baseball programs for this upcoming summer. After lengthy discussion it was decided that forms were to be made available at the school and on the City’s website by the end of January with a signup deadline of April 1, 2021. Commissioner Miller also would like a note attached to the forms requesting volunteers to run the programs. Motion carried.
