Motion by Miller and seconded by Stapleton approving the payment for the following Janesville Days items: generator - $400, “4th of July” picnic tables - $250, Bochmann picnic tables - $400, electricity at 120 2nd St. and 329 Main St., water usage for inflatables, and to provide 50-gallon garbage cans for use by the Janesville Days Committee. Motion carried.
Motion by Miller and seconded by McAllister approving the requested street closing from 1st St. to 4th St. starting at 2:00 p.m. Thursday, July 21, 2022 through Saturday, July 23, 2022, and the parade route as follow: start at school, West on Barrick, South on Main St., East on 4th St., North on Chestnut, ending back at Janesville School. Motion carried.
Motion by Miller and seconded by McAllister approving the Janesville Tap’s outdoor temporary liquor license pending dram shop approval. Motion carried.
General: Commissioner Stapleton updated the council that the new generator has been installed as well as the updated panel box. She also stated that she plans on purchasing ten new American flags.
Streets/Stormwater: Motion by McAllister and seconded by Stapleton approving the purchase agreement prepared by A&R Land Services between CV Land Company, LLC and the City of Janesville for a temporary construction easement for Parcel #1 at zero cost to the city. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Stapleton, Robinson, McAllister, and Miller. Nays – None. Absent – Conover. Motion carried.
Motion by McAllister and seconded by Stapleton approving the purchase agreement prepared by A & R Land Services between D & L Rentals of Cedar Falls, LLC and the City of Janesville for the purchase of PART OF LOTS 15 AND 16 IN BLOCK 8 IN JANESVILLE, IOWA AS SHOWN BY PLAT RECORDED IN PLAT BOOK “B” ON PAGE 3 IN THE OFFICE OF THE RECORDER OF BREMER COUNTY, IOWA at a cost of $7900. Motion by Miller and seconded by Robinson approving the 7th Street Bridge Project Plans and authorizing the mayor to sign the Project Development Certification after all landowners have been paid and all documents have recorded at the Bremer County Recorder’s Office. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, McAllister, Robinson, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Absent – Conover. Motion carried.

Motion by McAllister and seconded by Stapleton designating the Mayor as the Person in Responsible Charge (PIRC) for the Bridge Construction Project. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Stapleton, Robinson, McAllister, and Miller. Nays – None. Absent – Conover.

Commissioner Report: Commissioner Conover is absent. Mayor Beenblossom informed the council they are currently working on the water drainage at the intersection of 7th St. and Sycamore St.

Safety: Commissioner McAllister gave the council an update on the police department activity provided by Chief Cross.
Water/Wastewater/Refuse: Commissioner Robinson updated the council that Boomerang again has yet to mobilize to the site. Commissioner Robinson would like his frustration for the situation and delays noted for future reference. Boomerang communicated they would be mobilizing to the site previously at the end of May or beginning of June, which has not happened. He stated the city has received another payment application submitted by Boomerang for ordered and stored materials, but noticed there were not pictures attached for all the materials, which were included for a previous payment application. Commissioner Robinson will be made note that he will be looking through all invoices from the entire project that have been submitted for payment. Commissioner Robinson also stated that hydrants need flushed immediately.
Parks/Rec: Commissioner Miller stated another tether ball has broken at the park, and would like Clerk Kurtz to find out if there is anything that can be done to fix this issue. He also let the council know that there was an electrical issue after a storm at the Lions Club Shelter, which Elsamiller was able to fix same day, and some landscaping has been completed at Dort’s Landing.
Mayor’s Report:  After some investigation Mayor Beenblossom re-addressed a letter received from Rich Borglum in regard to expenditures vs revenues of the city. Mayor Beenblossom stated that what Mr. Borglum was seeing was money being received during one fiscal year and being spent in another fiscal year for the previously completed 7th St. E Lift Station Project. He also stated that Mr. Borglum is correct in his observations on the expenditures vs revenues, but plans to reach out and discuss the budget numbers. Mayor Beenblossom also stated that he certainly agrees with Mr. Borglum’s concern on the volatile economy happening not only in the City of Janesville, but throughout the country, and that the council will need to be diligent in with making only the necessary and smart financial decisions.
Mayor Beenblossom also updated the council that he has reached out to several attorneys to find out their interest levels in taking on the City of Janesville as a client. Present attorney, Gary Boveia would like a replacement found as soon as possible so a transitional period can take place between himself and the newly appointed attorney.
Motion by Miller and seconded by Robinson approving to adjourn. Motion carried. Meeting adjourned at 7:08 p.m.
