Special City Council Proceedings

November 25, 2019
The Janesville City Council met in special session on Monday, November 25, 2019 in the Council Chambers of City Hall at approximately 6:00 p.m. with Mayor Carroll in the Chair and Council Members Worrell, Stapleton, and Bettis present.  Absent were Council Members Robinson and Hanson.  Also present were City Attorney, Gary Boveia, City Clerk, Chris Murley, Dave Beenblossom, and Joe Elsinger with MSA Professional Services, Inc.
Motion by Council Member Bettis and seconded by Council Member Stapleton approving to adopt the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

Council Member Stapleton introduced the following resolution #1666 entitled "RESOLUTION APPOINTING UMB BANK, N.A. OF WEST DES MOINES, IOWA, TO SERVE AS PAYING AGENT, NOTE REGISTRAR, AND TRANSFER AGENT, APPROVING THE PAYING AGENT AND NOTE REGISTRAR AND TRANSFER AGENT AGREEMENT AND AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTION OF THE AGREEMENT", and moved that the resolution be adopted. Whereupon, the Mayor declared said Resolution #1666 duly adopted as follows:

RESOLUTION APPOINTING UMB BANK, N.A. OF WEST DES MOINES, IOWA, TO SERVE AS PAYING AGENT, NOTE REGISTRAR, AND TRANSFER AGENT, APPROVING THE PAYING AGENT AND NOTE REGISTRAR AND TRANSFER AGENT AGREEMENT AND AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTION OF THE AGREEMENT

WHEREAS, $995,000 General Obligation Capital Loan Notes, Series 2019, dated December 10, 2019, have been sold and action should now be taken to provide for the maintenance of records, registration of certificates and payment of principal and interest in connection with the issuance of the Notes; and

WHEREAS, this Council has deemed that the services offered by UMB Bank, n.a. of West Des Moines, Iowa, are necessary for compliance with rules, regulations, and requirements governing the registration, transfer and payment of registered notes; and

WHEREAS, a Paying Agent, Bond Registrar and Transfer Agent Agreement (hereafter "Agreement") has been prepared to be entered into between the City and UMB Bank, n.a.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF JANESVILLE, STATE OF IOWA:

1. That UMB Bank, n.a. of West Des Moines, Iowa, is hereby appointed to serve as Paying Agent, Bond Registrar and Transfer Agent in connection with the issuance of $995,000 General Obligation Capital Loan Notes, Series 2019, dated December 10, 2019.

2. That the Agreement with UMB Bank, n.a. of West Des Moines, Iowa, is hereby approved and that the Mayor and Clerk are authorized to sign the Agreement on behalf of the City.

The Mayor announced that bids for the construction of the 7th Street East Lift Station Project had been received before 4:00 p.m., on November 19, 2019, in the Council Chambers at City Hall, Janesville, Iowa, and that on the same day, at the same time, at the same place, such bids had been opened and read, and this was the time and place set for the consideration of such bids.

The engineer’s estimate for the project was $785,400 without contingencies.  Boomerang Corporation of Anamosa, Iowa submitted the low bid in the amount of $670,013.  Mr. Elsinger recommended the Council award this project to Boomerang Corporation.  The contract states that the project will be completed no later than October 31, 2020.
Motion by Council Member Worrell and seconded by Council Member Bettis to approve RESOLUTION #1668 – RESOLUTION AWARDING CONTRACT FOR THE 7TH STREET EAST LIFT STATION PROJECT as follows:


WHEREAS, pursuant to notice duly posted in the manner and form prescribed by resolution of the City Council of the City of Janesville, Iowa, and as required by law, bids and proposals were received by this Council for the 7th Street East Lift Station Project (the “Project”); and


WHEREAS, all of the said bids and proposals have been carefully considered, and it is necessary and advisable that provision be made for the award of the contract for the Project;


NOW, THEREFORE, Be It Resolved by the City Council of the City of Janesville, Iowa, as follows:



Section 1.

The bid for the Project submitted by the following contractor is fully responsive to the plans and specifications for the Project, is heretofore approved by the City Council, and is the lowest responsible bid received, such bid being as follows:

The contract for the Project is hereby awarded to such contractor at the total estimated cost set out above, the final settlement to be made on the basis of the unit prices therein set out and the actual final quantities of each class of materials furnished, the said contact to be subject to the terms of the aforementioned resolution, the notice of hearing and letting, the plans and specifications and the terms of the bidder’s written proposal.


Section 3.

The Mayor and City Clerk are hereby authorized and ordered to enter into a written contract with said contractor for the Project, said contract not to be binding until approved by resolution of this City Council.



Section 4.

The amount of the contractor’s performance and/or payment bonds is hereby fixed and determined to be 100% of the amount of the contract.



Section 5.

All resolutions or parts of resolutions in conflict herewith are hereby repealed to the extent of such conflict.
