General: Commissioner Stapleton gave the council a brief overview on the outcome of Jingle in Janesville hosted by the library. She stated there were several family friendly activities that took place including a ginger bread house building activity donated and hosted by Steege Construction, Mr. and Mrs. Claus, a magic show, story hour, Buddy the Elf, and pictures in front of the Christmas Tree offered by Photography by Angela E. Nicklaus for donation. The Janesville Days 6th grade band provided live entertainment, the Washington D.C. group hosted a fundraising supper, the Janesville Super Stars 4-H club hosted a bake sale, and Boy Scout Troop 103 hosted a stocking stuffer booth. Stapleton said that over all there were 8 businesses registered for the event and 12 vendors in the 319 Main Street building.
City Clerk Kurtz let the council know that reports for Fiscal Year 2021 had been completed. The audit will take place this week, and budget preparation will begin after completion of the audit.
Motion by McAllister and seconded by Robinson approving A&R Land Services, Inc. for the 7th Street Bridge Replacement Project land acquisition at the recommendation of the Joe Elsinger, P.E. After some discussion with Mr. Elsinger, it was noted that A&R had included more hours for the work in their bid, and the hourly rate to be billed if these hours were exceeded was lower than the bid submitted by JCG Land Services, Inc. Motion carried.
Streets/Stormwater: Commissioner Conover reported city personnel had sanded Barrick Road to make sure it was prepared for the school buses, drop off, and pick up. Mayor Beenblossom added that Public Works Assistant Quinn Bigler started today and would be in early to ride with Street Maintenance Supervisor Flood for the first hour and then would ride with Public Works Director Wrage.
Safety: Commissioner McAllister gave the council an update on the police department activity provided by Chief Cross. He also wanted to extend a thank you to both officers for being diligent in their line of work and continuing keep our community safe.
Water/Wastewater/Refuse: Motion by Robinson and seconded by Stapleton approving Ordinance #356: AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF JANESVILLE, IOWA, BY AMENDING CHAPTER 92 PERTAINING TO WATER RATES on its second reading.
