Motion by McAllister and seconded by Stapleton approving to hire Logan Martzahn as a reserve officer for the city of Janesville, with pay rate to be determined at the next council meeting. Chief Cross introduced Logan Martzahn to the council and stated he will be doing the reserve academy to become a certified reserve. Following the reserve officer academy training he will complete 40 hours of supervised training with the Janesville PD and can then be on duty on his own when needed. Motion carried.

Motion by McAllister and seconded by Robinson allowing a committee comprised of the mayor, city clerk, police chief, and general commissioner to conduct interviews with possible city attorney candidates the following week. The committee will then bring their recommendation to the council for action. Motion carried.
