August 26, 2025

The Janesville City Council met in regular session on Tuesday, August 26, 2025, in the Council Chambers of City Hall at approximately 6:00 p.m. with Mayor Beenblossom in the chair and Council Members Stapleton, Conover, Dix, and Miller present. Absent was Council Member McAllister and Administrator Kurtz. Also present were Brenda Schmidtke and Chief Cross. 
Motion by Miller and seconded by Conover approving to adopt the agenda as presented. Motion carried.

GENERAL: Motion by Stapleton and seconded by Dix approving Administrator Kurtz’s attendance at the Fall IMFOA Conference in Des Moines October 15-17 with a registration cost of $175 plus the appropriate costs for wages, mileage, meals, and hotel. Motion carried.
Motion by Stapleton and seconded by Conover approving 2Guys Interior Focus invoice #11891 in the amount of $6610.34 for flooring in the new city hall office. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, Conover, Dix, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Absent – McAllister. Motion carried.

Commissioner Stapleton let the council know she purchased 15 American Flags from the Janesville Legion to be hung on the poles for holidays and special occasions. 

STREETS/STORMWATER: Motion by Conover and seconded by Stapleton approving the rental of misc. equipment for an estimation of one week to be used for grading and not to exceed a cost of $2000.00. Motion carried.
Motion by Conover and seconded by Miller approving Apex Striping LLC invoice #1344 in the amount of $2130.00 for the striping of Barrick Road and stop bars. Motion carried.
Commissioner Conover let the council know that drainage issue on Barrick Road in front of the school has been resolved and public works personnel has been filling in the potholes on the shoulder of 7th Street.
SAFETY: Motion by Dix and seconded by Miller approving Lexipol invoice #INVLEX11252705 in the amount of $2069.49 for the annual law enforcement policy manual and daily training bulletins. Motion carried.
Motion by Miller and seconded by Stapleton approving the switch from Verizon (PD laptop and FD iPads) and US Cellular (PW and PD cell phones), to FirstNet, a public agency provider, for a cost savings of an estimated $100/month. Motion carried.
WT/WW/REFUSE: Commissioner Dix stated that he had received the water rate study back and will discuss the different options with Administrator Kurtz. He also let the council know he is discussing the overhead aeration system option quoted by Nexxom and Boomerang at roughly $108,000 with Stanley Consultants.
PARKS AND RECREATION: Motion by Dix and seconded by Conover approving Weeds On Fire invoice #26792 in the amount of $815.00 for a mosquito control treatment. Motion carried.
MAYOR’S REPORT: Motion by Stapleton and seconded by Miller approving MSA invoice #019748 in the amount of $2825.24 for engineering services provided on the Sands 3rd Addition Inspection and Review. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, Conover, Dix, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Absent – McAllister. Motion carried.
Motion by Miller and seconded by Conover approving to adjourn. Motion carried. Meeting adjourned at 6:41 p.m.
