Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, Conover, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Absent – McAllister and Robinson. Motion carried.
Motion by Miller and seconded by Stapleton approving Monday, February 28, 2022 at 6:00 p.m. to be the time and date for the Fiscal Year 2023 Max Levy Public Hearing. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, McAllister, Conover, Robinson, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Motion carried.
General: No report at this time.
City Clerk updated the council on the budget progress for Fiscal Year 2023 and the timeline for getting budget approval.
Streets/Stormwater: No report at this time.
Safety: Commissioner McAllister passed on the information from Chief Cross’ monthly report to the council. The department had 49 calls for service. The Tahoe had the push bumper and the emergency lights for the running boards installed.
Water/Wastewater/Refuse: Motion by Robinson and seconded by McAllister approving Change order #3 from Boomerang Corporation extending the substantial completion date from February 18, 2022 to October 7, 2022 and the final payment date from May 27, 2022 to November 25, 2022. At this time Boomerang Corporation has communicated they are having several material delays. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, McAllister, Conover, Robinson, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Motion carried.
Motion by McAllister and seconded by Robinson approving the registration cost of $25/person for PWA Quinn Bigler and SMS David Flood to attend the Region 1 Water Works Operators’ Meeting on Wednesday, March 2, 2022 in Manchester, IA. Motion carried.
Commissioner Report: Commissioner Robinson did not have an update at this time. Mayor Beenblossom updated the council that the plugged lift station pumps have been cleaned and tested and the heaters at the wastewater treatment plant have been fixed.
Parks/Rec: Commissioner Miller updated the council on his ongoing efforts to have the EKCO Bridge properly fixed by AECOM. He stated that during his last correspondence with AECOM they asked that the city pay for the repairs necessary to properly fix the bridge, and Commissioner Miller told them the city will not be taking on these costs.
Mayor’s Report: Mayor Beenblossom wanted to let the council know they will not be looking to replace the 2005 Ford F-350 for another two to three years due to the cost of inflation. After having the truck looked at by a mechanic, he stated the truck can be repaired and kept in good operational condition.
