Nays – None.  Resolution approved and adopted this 14th day of December, 2020.

Motion by Stapleton and seconded by Robinson to approve the following Consent Agenda items: November 9, 2020 Regular City Council Proceedings, November 24, 2020 Special City Council Proceedings, and November 30, 2020, Budget and Treasurer Reports. Roll Call Vote: Ayes-McAllister, Miller, Stapleton, Worrell and Robinson. Nays-None. Motion carried.

Sands 3rd Addition Update: Motion by McAllister and seconded by Robinson to amend the Sands 3rd Addition contract with MSA Professional Services to add assistance with a Development Agreement. The amount for this addition will be $3200. Joe Elsinger of MSA has advised that a development agreement should be drafted in order to formalize any cost sharing of the 7th Street Lift Station Project between the City and the Developer, Jim Sands. This protects both the City and the Developer from changes not outlined in the agreement. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Stapleton, Worrell, Robinson, McAllister, and Miller. Nays- None. Motion carried.
7th St Bridge Replacement Project: Design has been submitted to the DNR to show that new bridge will not have any adverse effects on the floods.
7th St E Lift Station Update: Mr. Elsinger stated that construction is almost complete and that startup will take place soon. The City is currently waiting on Boomerang to give a specific day.

Motion by Robinson and seconded by Miller to request Boomerang Corporation to fix the moderate sag in the manhole pipe entering the wet well. The sag is approximately one-third of the eight-inch pipe and was caused by improper construction. Mr. Elsinger advised that if the pipe was to be left as is it would require additional cleaning. He also expressed his concern for the integrity of the pipe, stating that the sag could possibly cause the pipe to crack. Although the repair will be expensive, it will be at no additional cost to the City. Motion carried.
Motion by McAllister and seconded by Robinson to approve payment of Boomerang Corporation’s Payment Application #5 in the amount of $63,887.50. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – McAllister, Robinson, Worrell, Stapleton, and Miller. Nays – None. Motion carried.

Wastewater Treatment Facility Improvement Design update: Mr. Elsinger stated that major outstanding issue at this time is the Black Hawk County Permit. Due to the waste water facility not being within city limits, the City must adhere to Black Hawk County regulations for flood protection. Black Hawk County requires three feet of elevation above the 100-year flood plain. This could add an excessive amount of cost to the improvement design. If the waster water facility were in the corporate city limits, the city would not have to adhere to Black Hawk County floodplain regulations. Mr. Elsinger thanked Mayor Beenblossom for taking it upon himself to meet with Gary Howe, property owner of the land that the waste water facility is located. Gary Howe has agreed to annex into the city limits the parcel necessary for the wastewater facility to be within the corporate city limits in exchange for portions of other parcels to be de-annexed from city limits.
Motion by McAllister and seconded by Robinson to annex, as presented, the two parcels necessary to have the wastewater treatment facility within the corporate city limits, and also to allow Mr. Elsinger to generate a plat of the area to be annexed into the city. The annexation needs to be completed by April of 2021. Mayor Beenblossom will contact city attorney Gary Boveia, and impress the need for urgency with this matter. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Worrell, Stapleton, Miller, McAllister, and Robinson. Nays – None. Motion carried.
Mr. Elsinger mentioned that since the City has a loan from the state for wastewater improvements through State Revolving Fund, there is a program for a sponsored project that allows the city to receive some of that money back, which is equivalent to the interest accrued or roughly 10 % of the total loan amount. That money must be used for a water quality improvement project. The first step would be a phone call with the state this week to discuss the City’s interest. The deadline for application is March 1,, 2021. The Council expressed interest in the opportunity and Mr. Elsinger stated he would set up the conference call with the state and get the information for the call to Mayor Beenblossom and Clerk Kurtz.
Mr. Elsinger exited the meeting at 6:37 p.m.
General Report: Commissioner Stapleton was glad to be back in the council room, as the council was happy to have her back. She is looking forward to catching up on the month she was unable to attend meetings or be present at city hall.

Clerk Kurtz gave her monthly report. She is still working on resolving the Visa Credit card bill. Commissioner Stapleton offered to come help look through the Visa information as well.
Motion by McAllister and seconded by Stapleton approving Ordinance #349- AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CITY OF JANESVILLE, IOWA DEVELOPMENT ORDINANCE NO. 220 BY REPEALING SECTION 3.16 AND TERMS AND PROVISIONS OF ORDINANCE NO. 282 REGARDING FLOOD PLAIN MANAGEMENT AND ADOPTING A STANDALONE ORDINANCE on its first reading. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, McAllister, Robinson, Worrell, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Motion carried.
RESOLUTION 1713-20 - A STATEMENT OF POLICY ON EMPLOYEE INSURANCE BENEFITS AND PROCEDURES FOR THE CITY OF JANESVILLE, IOWA. Motion by Miller and seconded by Stapleton to approve the bid from Keith Oltrogge CPA, PC to complete the annual Exam for Fiscal Year 2020 and to also have Clerk Kurtz budget $7200 in the upcoming 2022, budget to have a complete audit done by Keith Oltrogge CPA, PC for Fiscal Year 2021. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, McAllister, Robinson, Worrell, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Motion carried.

Streets/Stormwater: Commissioner Worrell did not have an update for the council. Mayor Beenblossom stated he went through snow plowing routes with those employees that plow streets. He also let the council know that during our first snow one of the blades hit a manhole and needed to be fixed and a hydraulic line came loose on the other truck and needed to be fixed.
Safety: Commissioner McAllister gave a brief update to the council. A scanner has been purchased for Officer Cross to keep at his home to be able to receive radio traffic clearly, as his handheld radio was not coming through clearly. The police department will also be purchasing a new spike strip, due to using the previous one during a high-speed chase assisting another police department. The police department has also received a grant to use towards purchasing a speed monitoring system to have here in town. They are currently looking at different options.
Water/Sewer/Refuse: Updates covered in MSA portion of meeting. Mayor Beenblossom stated that now that the cleaning and organizing is completed at the park shop, they will be moving on to the wastewater treatment facility to complete the same cleaning and organizing in the next week or two. The Mayor also let the council know that PWD Wrage has not been doing meter repairs. This is in order to keep her from entering anyone’s home and risking possible exposure during the Covid-19 pandemic.

Parks and Recreation: Commissioner Miller stated there have been no recent signs of vandalism at the park 

Mayor’s Report: The shelter being built at the park was completed prior to the first snow fall. The price of the shed increased due to the height of the shelter being raised.
