City Council Proceedings

September 10, 2018

The Janesville City Council met in regular session on Monday, September 10, 2018 in the Council Chambers of City Hall at approximately 6:00 p.m. with Mayor Carroll in the Chair and Council Members, Worrell, Stapleton, Robinson, Bettis and Hanson present.  Also present were City Attorney, Gary Boveia, City Clerk, Chris Murley, Police Chief, Randy Samec, Police Officer, Taylor Cross, Public Works Director, Becky Wrage, Mark Durbahn with AECOM, Joe Elsinger with MSA Professional Services, Alex Tungland with Rite Environmental, Inc., Maggie Burger with Speer Financial, Steve Rolison, Marty Leary, Jerry Steward, and Guy Pariseau.

Nays – None.  Resolution approved and adopted this 10th day of September 2018.

Motion by Council Member Bettis and seconded by Council Member Robinson to approve the following Consent Agenda items:  August 13, 2018 City Council Proceedings, August 31, 2018 Budget & Treasurer Reports, Janesville Tap, LLC’s Annual Liquor License Renewal Application, Nick West’s appointment to the Janesville First Responders, and Dave Beenblossom’s appointment for an additional 5-year term (expiring September 2023) to the Bremer County Board of Appeal.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – Hanson, Bettis, Robinson, Stapleton, and Worrell.  Nays – None. Motion carried.
Public Works Director Wrage and Police Chief Samec presented their monthly reports to the Council.

Motion by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Worrell approving to table the hiring of a full-time public works assistant until the City’s budget can be reviewed to possibly fund an additional full-time public works assistant and the purchase of various tools and equipment.  Motion carried.
Motion by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member Worrell to approve Change Order # 3 for ($15,191.87) with regard to the Barrick Road Water Extension and Improvement Project.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes - Worrell, Stapleton, Robinson, Bettis, and Hanson.  Nays – None.  Motion carried.
It was reported that Blazek Corporation needs to make some ground maintenance improvements to a property on Barrick Road before the final pay estimate and acceptance of the project can be considered for approval.

Motion by Council Member Worrell and seconded by Council Member Robinson approving to table the Final Pay Estimate #6 and RESOLUTION #1622 – A RESOLUTION ON FINAL ACCEPTANCE OF THE BARRICK ROAD WATER EXTENSION AND IMPROVEMENT PROJECT until Blazek Corporation has completed the necessary ground maintenance improvements.  Motion carried.
Mark Durbahn, AECOM Engineer, informed the Council of their plans to resolve the settlement issue with regard to the pedestrian bridge approach panels.  He stated that Peterson Contractors, Inc. (PCI) will perform the necessary work.  This will be done at no cost to the city.
Mr. Durbahn and Gary Boveia, City Attorney gave an update on the status of the Detention Basin.  The contractor didn’t follow the plans per specifications (encroachment of detention basin on the property of the Loy’s and landscaping) and has been notified to make the appropriate corrections.  As part of the “Settlement Agreement”, the constructed detention basin must meet the approval of all three engineers (representing City of Janesville, State Bank, and Jim Sands) before completion is accepted.  Mr. Rolison, abutting property owner, asked that the grade of the berm at the top of the detention basin be certified as it is supposed to be a minimum of one foot lower than the lowest part of his lot and that he also be supplied with a copy of the “as constructed” plans and specifications.
Mr. Durbahn and City Attorney Boveia presented an update on the Hardwood Estates housing development.  The final plat and appropriate documents were submitted approximately two+ weeks ago to the Bremer County Building & Zoning Administrator, Randy McKenzie, and will be reviewed by the Janesville Planning & Zoning Commission at 7:00 p.m. this Wednesday, September 12.  Mr. Durbahn and City Attorney Boveia have reviewed the plans and made recommendations to Mr. McKenzie and the Commission, specifically with regard to establishing a Home Owners Association for the maintenance of the infiltration and drainage ditches and catch basins.  Upon review of the final plat documents, the Planning & Zoning Commission will submit their recommendation to the Council.

Maggie Burger, Speer Financial Senior Vice President, presented total project cost estimates and possible funding sources for the City’s proposed 7th Street Lift Station and Water & Sewer Extensions and Improvements (to Wildcat Way) Project.  The estimated costs for the issuance of General Obligation Bonds for the construction and completion of the project include the following:  $687,945 for Sanitary Sewer – Pump Station and Force Main, $77,804 for the Water Main – 8” PVC on 7th Street, $17,765 for Cost of Issuance (fees for professional financial services, bond council, registrar/paying agent and miscellaneous costs for copies printing, postage, etc.), $7,960 for Underwriter Discount (1% Maximum) and $4,536 for Other Miscellaneous. Since this is an expansion project not a quality improvement project, it is not eligible for SRF funds but it may be eligible for USDA funding and therefore, the Council could have an option for split financing.  The maximum term schedule for a general obligation bond issue is twenty (20) years whereas a USDA loan may be scheduled for 38 years.  The interest rate for a USDA loan is generally lower than a general obligation note.  It was recently learned that USDA funding may again be available.  The City’s application for this funding has been partially completed.
Motion by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Stapleton approving to move forward with the proposed 7th Street Lift Station and Water & Sewer Extension and Improvement Project to secure financial funding.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Hanson approving to table AECOM’s Engineering Agreement for the Extension of a Water Main from 7th Street South to Kay Enterprises (1301 Pine Street).  Motion carried.

Mr. Elsinger presented a Wastewater Treatment Facility Plan Update.  His immediate recommendations include:  Aeration System Upgrade (Estimated Construction Only Cost:  $346,000) – The existing aeration system has exceeded its useful life.  By updating the aeration system (blowers/piping/diffusers), the City would increase blower efficiency and thereby reduce the amount of electricity needed to provide aeration to the lagoons.  Replacement of the lagoon aeration system would provide improved treatment of wastewater and allow for a more consistent affluent.  A more consistent effluent without peaks in loading will allow the existing disinfection system to be more effective.  This is a floating aeration system which would not require sludge removal and liner replacement.  He further recommends replacing non-working flow diverting valves at the Wastewater Treatment Facility as part of this project.  Disinfection System – According to 10 State Standards, the chlorine solution container should not hold more than one month’s usage.  Recommend only filling the existing container on a monthly basis.  Lagoon Construction (Estimated Construction Only Cost:  $176,000) – Rip rap is needed on the lagoon slopes to prevent scouring and comply with DNR design standards.
His deferred recommendations (to be completed at a later date) include:  Automate Chemical Feed System (Estimated Construction Only Cost:  $48,000) – The current chlorination/dechlorination system is manually controlled.  It is possible to pace the chemical dosage based on flow rate by installing the appropriate effluent flow measurement devices and chemical fee pumps accepting signal.  Note that influent flows are historically very constant, with minimal evidence of I/I.  TRC violations are more likely to be occurring due to fluctuating effluent quality.  Automating the chemical feed to be flow paced without first improving aerated lagoon treatment efficiencies may be ineffective in addressing TRC violations.  Split Common Forcemain (Estimated Construction Only Cost:  $264,000) – The South Main Street and Seventh Street lift stations share a common forcemain.  In the future, it is recommended this forcemain be split into single serving mains to the Wastewater Treatment Facility.  Splitting the common forcemain would require constructing an influent structure at the Wastewater Treatment Facility.  In conjunction with this, controls may be upgraded to allow remote monitoring of the lift stations using a web-based program such as Omnisite.  Control upgrades are not included in the cost estimate listed above.
The next steps are as follows:  Finalize recommendations with City input and provide final draft of the report for the City to review and discuss.  Submit report to the DNR for their concurrence.  Assist the City in completing an Intended Use Plan Application that serves as a placeholder for SRF funding.  The next IUP deadlines are December 1, 2018 and March 1, 2019 and an approved Wastewater Treatment Facility Plan is required as part of the application.  The City needs to sludge judge the lagoon cells before the Facility Plan is finalized.
Upon discussion, the Council expressed their desire to move forward based on Mr. Elsinger’s recommendations.  He will prepare a Planning and Design Engineering Agreement for Council review and consideration.

Motion by Council Member Hanson and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to approve ORDINANCE #331 – POST-CONSTRUCTION STORMWATER MANAGEMENT ORDINANCE and ORDINANCE #332 –EROSION AND SEDIMENTATION CONTROL ORDINANCE on their third and/or final readings.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – Hanson, Bettis, Robinson, Stapleton, and Worrell.  Motion carried.
Mr. Elsinger led discussion on the proposed stormwater ordinances.  Public Works Director Wrage presented a list of various problem areas for stormwater drainage.  The attending business owners would like to see a written maintenance plan with a prioritized list of the proposed stormwater projects and their estimated costs before the city moves forward with adopting a stormwater utility.

Motion by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member Bettis approving to table ORDINANCE #333 – STORMWATER UTILITY ORDINANCE on its second reading for further information and review.  Motion carried.
The Council reviewed and discussed the refuse and recycling bid tabulation sheets, information received from reference checks and personal service experience.  The low bid for refuse collection was from the city’s current contractor, Black Hawk Waste Disposal but due to ongoing unsatisfactory service and/or equipment and vehicle maintenance issues, the City considered the next lowest bid with Rite Environmental, Inc.
Motion by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Worrell to approve and accept Rite Environmental, Inc.’s bid proposal for the collection and disposal of refuse and recycling.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – Worrell, Stapleton, Robinson, and Hanson.  Nays – Bettis.  Motion carried.
The City Clerk and City Attorney will prepare the appropriate contracts for Council consideration and approval at the special meeting to be held later this month.
Motion by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member Worrell to approve Black Hawk County Engineer’s Request for Proposed Detour for Cedar Wapsi Road Reconstruction – Project #STBG-SWAP-C007(138)-FG-07 and the Application to Perform Work within State Highway Right-of-Way as presented.  Motion carried.
Motion by Council Member Bettis and seconded by Council Member Worrell approving to accept Keith Oltrogge, CPA’s Annual Fiscal Year 2017/18 Exam Bid Proposal, Terms of Engagement, and Agreement.  Motion carried.

Council Member Stapleton suggested that golf carts and all-terrain vehicles be allowed to travel on Main Street.  The Council was asked to review the current ordinance and provide their recommendations for possible revisions at the next meeting.

Motion by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member Bettis approving to table possible revisions to the city’s Golf Cart and All-Terrain Vehicles Ordinances for additional review and recommendations.  Motion carried.
Resolved by Council Member Bettis and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to approve RESOLUTION #1621 – A RESOLUTION APPROVING THE 2017/18 FISCAL YEAR STREET FINANCE REPORT AS PRESENTED BY THE CITY CLERK.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – Worrell, Stapleton, Robinson, Bettis, and Hanson.  Nays – None.  Resolution approved and adopted this 10th day of September 2018.

A special city council meeting was scheduled for 5:00 p.m. on Tuesday, September 25, 2018 to review and consider various previously tabled and/or unresolved items.
Mayor Carroll asked the council to consider changing the regular council meeting dates from the second Monday of the month to Tuesday.  Council Member Robinson will be attending classes, related to his full-time job, every Monday and Wednesday evening for the next six – eight months.  This item will also be placed on the agenda of the special meeting.
Motion by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Stapleton approving to adjourn.  Motion carried.  Meeting closed at 9:30 p.m.
