Streets: Commissioner Conover let the council know that potholes were being fixed and two trucks are in the process of being repaired.
Motion by Miller and seconded by McAllister approving payment application #3 submitted by United Contractors in the amount of $301,194.70 for construction work completed on the 7th Street Bridge Replacement Project. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, McAllister, Conover, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Absent – Robinson. Motion carried.

Motion by McAllister and seconded by Conover approving Addendum 2021-16-003B to Agreement 2021-16-003 between the DOT and City of Janesville for the 7th Street Bridge Replacement Project funding. This addendum reduces the amount of construction costs the city is responsible for and also makes the city responsible for all engineering fees during the construction phase, in turn keeps the city’s cap of total spending for the project at $2 million. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Stapleton, Conover, McAllister, and Miller. Nays – None. Absent – Robinson. Motion carried.
Safety: Commissioner McAllister went over Chief Cross’ monthly report with the council. He also let the council know Officer Luck finished LEIN school. Chief Cross stated that several good resources and contacts had been brought back to the department by Officer Luck from this training opportunity. Chief Cross also let the council know that the JPD participated in a multi-jurisdictional project to reduce traffic violations and a mock drunk driving accident that took place at the school.
Water/Wastewater/Refuse: No Report
Parks & Rec: Commissioner Miller requested that a barricade be placed at Dort’s landing letting kayakers know the launch is closed due to bridge construction. Commissioner Miller also asked that MSA check with the DNR about signage further North on the river to warn any water craft about the upcoming bridge construction.
